EUROPEAN NEWS,

Since our last publication we have received
our files of tareign papers by the Europa. The
intelligence they embrace does not sdd male-
tially (0 1the newe previnusly received by tele-
graph. Almost ihe only particular in whieh
the telegraph hias blundered, i 1n the announce-
ment of & greal victory obtained by the Hun-
2arans over the Ruasians at Eperies. It turns
out 10 have been an aciion between the Rus-
sian vanguard and a Huagarian corps, 4uoo
strony, that wae deatiicd to cover the retreay of
the Hugarian ariny 10 St. Micolz and Enlaw.
In this engagement the Hungarians were driven
back with some luas.  The report of their hav-
ing recaptared Kaab proves 1o be unfonnded
One very aevere balile has, however, been
foaght hetween the Hangzarians, nombering
4000, and 1he Russians, who had 60 1o 70 000
men.

CALIFORNIA.

The steamship Fulcon arrived on Saturday
morning at en early hout, from Chagres, bring-
ing $170,000 in gold dust. By this arrival we
have received our filea of California papers to
the 24 July. They contain a govd deal of in-
tereming intelligence, most of which, howe-
ver, has been sniicipated by the Sandey pa-
pers.

The people of California are moving ac-
tively in the matter of forming a territorisl go-
vernment. A prociamation has been issued by
Brig. Gen. Riley, calling upon the people 10
elect members of a éonvention for this purpose.
The convention is (o assemble on the lst Au-
ROeT, 10 provide for the administration of the
existing taws, and to drafi a constitution to be
submiued to the people for iheir raiification,
and subsequently to Congress. A conflict of
opinion. seems, however, to exist, fot we find
the Legislative Amembly of the District of
San  Francisco consider California 1o be
withaut any Isw, civil or military, and there-
fore d thet & ion should be
held on the third Monday in Auguast, st Paeblo
de San Jose, for 1he purpose of establishing &
government for the territory. At SBen Fran-
cisco n meeting of the citizens was convened
on the 12th June, st which resolutions were
adopted recommending to the people 1o elect
delegates (o & convention to form a State con-
stitgtion.  Gen. Riley's views seems generally
10 prevail. .

We learn from several of the passengers of
the Fulcon, that the rumors derived from Mexi-
can sources, of seditious movements in Cali.
fornia, of the searcity of gold, of fatal coitisivns
amoung the miners—ilie last are wholly on-
founded. In respect to the mining aperations,
the following from the Atta Californiu of the
2d ult, furnishes the latest information :
