Most men, in fact, are po-
tential hodbos, he claimed. '

ison streets.

Mr. McDowell then defined Buch
‘terms as “hobo,” “carry the banner”
“Hogan's flop,” and "the overcoatless

_.brigade.”

““When ldpenk of a hobo » sald Mr.
McDowell, “] do not mean & tramp
'who will work and there are more of
these in our midst than we realize:
Chlcuo can't decently take care of
480 of them.

“Take the guestion home to your
self. They are men of our own claes,
many of them only temporarily unfor-
‘tunate and too proud to appeal for
‘help. This is not a woman’s work;
it's a man's work; and we must solve
it sooner ¢r later, and the sooner the
better for us.

“How many of you could stand a
heavy logs? How many_of you have

a bank balance of inore than $5 when

everything is settled?

“We ride-around in automobiles and
make a bjg show and live up to our
'{fncome. That is just. what many of
these men do. Can we blame them
for doing somethirgsthat we do our-
selves? This question faces us and
we must do something.

“We meet and . pass sentimental
resolutions, and at the same time
some charitable organization says
don’t pass out money indiscriminately.

“] would rather give zwa4 ten quar
ters and be imposed upon nine times
than to miss the last fellow that
needs the money. We must. come
home to the ‘cause if we expect any
‘good to result. What -do our resolu-
tiona amount to? They are like a soft
drink on a cold morning.

“The coffee line {8 a place on the
west slde where hundreds of poor men
are given good coftee every night. Go
over there and watch the line file by
from 9 o’clock at night until 1 o'clock
in the morning. You may see some of
‘your friends there. :
"1 met a member of the CLicago
Press club there. I also met a man
there who lives less than three blocks
from where 1 do. He had an $85 a
month apartment. He lost his job and
didn’t bave any money laid up. For
tunately he had his rent paid two
months in advance. He came to me
after the line flled past one morning
and asked me for some rolls to take
home to his wife, who had not tasted
food for two days.

“These are your own people. Are
you going to allow it to- contlnue"‘
asked Mr. McDowell.

*Many of the men in that line ‘car
ry the banner’ until morning. You
don't know what that means. It
means that peoble of your own clags
have no place to lle down and sleep
and have to walk the streets. They
don't even have the price of a ‘flop’
at Hogan's. Of course you know that
‘Hogan's flop’ means so much space
for sleeping on a bare floor.

BEAVER AND OTTER RETURN

Three Colonies of Former Now In Del.
aware Valley Waters—Latter in
———Pennsyltvania.

Philadelphia.—The return of the
beaver and the otter to the Delaware
valley region, from which both disap-
peared completely many years ago, ia
now established beyond any question.
A palr of beavers were discovered dam
building two. years ago on a branch
of the Equinunk creek, a tributary of
the Delaware, in Wayne county, Penn-
sylvania, and now there are three col-
onles of the industriouf¥ little animals
on those waters.

On the upper reaches of the Nave-
sink river, in Bullivan county, New
WWork, a tamily of beavers have been
at work for a year past bullding dams
8o peraistently that several of the trib-
qutaries of that stream have been dam-
med. It is of interest to note that the
dams are nearly on the same spots
‘where more than two generations ago
Deavers were doing the same. In 8us-
eex county, New Jene’y. on 8 gtream,
flowing to the Delaware, a constantly
increasing beaver colony is followtng
the constructive promptings of its
nature so industriously and persistent-
1y that farmers are protesting againat
the law which protects the animals,
for thelr dam bdullding is resulting in
damages to farm land by the flooding
back of the waters of the dams. -

Two otter were captured in Pike
county, Pennsylvania, last fall, the
first in fifty years. Three have been
seen in Sulllvan county, one of them
1{n Yorkshire, on the hills overlooking
the Delaware at Lackawaxen. B8igns
of otter bhave also been seen in Dela-
ware county, New York, around the
headwaters of the river, where it is
said trees have been fslled in a man
ner that plainly indicates that the feid
lug was dane by beavers..

lorndon.—Dr. Hall Edwards of Bir-
mingham, who has lost his left arm
und the use of his right hand is ex-
perimenting with the X-ray, deseribed
in a lecture a few days ago in a mat-
ter-of-fact way how he had battled for
secrets which have left him malimed,
& martyr to science.

Discussing the dangers of the X-
rays, Dr. Edwards sald:

“My experience has taught me that

every good thing can be turned to *

harm. The drug that will not do
harm I feel pretty sure will not do
Kood either.

“You feel that especially when in-
*vestigating such a force as this. No
fewer than twelve fcllow workers of
mine have died in their efforts to pro®
duce the best resgults that could be

" obtained. As you know, I havq suf- -

fered considerably. Many others have
Jost limbs in applying the work to the
benefit of humanity. 1 regret not the
glightest bit my experience, for, though
1 suffered, 1 had the pleasure myself
jof saving the lives of other persons.
“The very fact that we have suffered
{bas caused us to infuse the greater
lenergy into finding out how to prevent
other people from suffering.”

Dr. Edwards sald further that
r.brouxh the use of the X-ray phy-
siclans can see through the humaa
'head In a fifth of a second, adding
'that twelve years ago it would have
itaken forty milnutes to take a similar
photograph.

“We are now able to administer a
dose of the ray with as great accuracy
‘as we give a ‘dose of an ordinary chem-
fcal,” he said. “We can see the heart
beating; we ocan see often what pa-
tients have had for dinner. 1f we go
on for a few years, it Is quite possible
it we may be able te see what they
‘are thinking about.”

He was speaking quite seriously
when he made the prophecy; but there
wag a little interlude of banter as he
told ‘“‘the ladies unly-—the men are not

.« to listen—that of all the hearts 1 have

seen—and 1 have seen a good many—
1 have never known one which showed
the slightest fracture. I have never
seen a heart broken—or even cracked.”
