Cleveland, O.—William C. Clark has
formulated & system of living which
he asserts has enabled him to retain
his mental and physical facuities for
more than a century. He reecuntly ob-
served his one hundred and first birth-
day anniversary at the home of bhis
daughter, Mrs. A. C. Malcolm, No. 7218
Linwood avenue, N. E.

Moderation in eating is Mr. Clark’'s
primary rule; tbe one by which he ac-
counts for his longevity. Plain food—
no pastries—comprises his dlet. He
was practising the theories of Horace
Fletcher years before Fletcher came
into the Jimellght by his advocacy of
the simple diet. Mr. Clark does not
use alcoholic llquors.

“I ouce used tobacco,” he said, “but
I became disgusted with the hablit
when | came to this country. I am
thankful now that I gave it up.”

When weather conditions permit be
takes a walk of a mile or more every
day. In spite of his age he can go
about alone. The public square, how-
ever, he declares, is the most danger-
ous place he has ever seen.

Mr. Clark was born near London,
England, in 1811, when the reign of
George [[I. was drawing to a close.

Tacoma, Wash.—Nine years 10
next October the steamship Discovery,
bound from Nome, Alaska, for Puget
Sound, was lost off the Southern Alas-
ka coast. About seventy persons, io-
cluding a dosen residents of Port
Townsend, Wash., perisbed.

Untl yesterday the manner of the
Discovery's loss remained s mystery.
It was supposed she foundered In &
storm of Yakuta. The only clew was
the one life preserver on the shore of
‘Kokdiak isiand. Now comes Capt. B.
C. Weaver, 16 years old, and proves
that he is the sole survivor of
Discovery. .

Weoaver says the Discovery weath-
ered a storm off Yakuta and reached
the icy strait near Juneau, where, du-
ring a heavy snow storm, she struck
an icebarg and sank in five minutes

Weaver's sscape resulted from his
previous misfortune of loslng one
hand. With a stesl hook permamently.
fastened to his wrist, he drew him-
solf upon the floating icederg. The
pext day Indlans picked him up and
took him to their camp. While om
the iceberg he Quenched his thirst by
braaking off pleces of ice with same
stee]l hook.
