By now it was 

early morning, and to avoid 

ceremonial uncleanness the Jews 

did not enter the palace; they 

wanted to be able to eat the 

Passover.

When Judas, who had betrayed him, 

saw that Jesus was condemned, he 

was seized with remorse and 

returned the thirty silver coins to the 

chief priests and the elders.  
4
"I have sinned," he said, "for I have 

betrayed innocent blood."  

      "What is that to us?" they 

replied. "That's your responsibility."  

 
5
So Judas threw the money into the 

temple and left. Then he went away 

and hanged himself.  

 
6
The chief priests picked up the 

coins and said, "It is against the law 

to put this into the treasury, since it 

is blood money."

So they decided to use the money to 

buy the potter's field as a burial 

place for foreigners.

That is why it has been called the 

Field of Blood to this day.

Then what was spoken by Jeremiah 

the prophet was fulfilled: "They 

took the thirty silver coins, the price 

set on him by the people of Israel,

and they used them to buy the 

potter's field, as the Lord 

commanded me."

Meanwhile Jesus stood before the 

governor, and the governor asked 

him, "Are you the king of the 

Jews?"

Then Pilate asked him, "Don't you 

hear the testimony they are bringing 

against you?"

But Jesus made no reply, not even 

to a single charge—to the great 

amazement of the governor.

"It 

was your people and your chief 

priests who handed you over to 

me.

"You are a king, then!" said 

Pilate.  

      Jesus answered, "You are right 

in saying I am a king.

With this he went out again to the 

Jews and said, "I find no basis for a 

charge against him.

Now it was the governor's custom 

at the Feast to release a prisoner 

chosen by the crowd.

At that time they had a notorious 

prisoner, called Barabbas. 

 
17

So when the crowd had gathered, 

Pilate asked them, "Which one do 

you want me to release to you: 

Barabbas, or Jesus who is called 

Christ?"

For he knew it was out of envy that 

they had handed Jesus over to him.

While Pilate was sitting on the 

judge's seat, his wife sent him this 

message: "Don't have anything to do 

with that innocent man, for I have 

suffered a great deal today in a 

dream because of him."

But the chief priests and the elders 

persuaded the crowd to ask for 

Barabbas and to have Jesus 

executed.

"Which of the two do you want me 

to release to you?" asked the 

governor.

But it is your custom for me to 

release to you one prisoner at the 

time of the Passover. Do you want 

me to release 'the king of the 

Jews'?"

They shouted back, "No, not him! 

Now Barabbas 

had taken part in a rebellion.

So Pilate came out to them and 

asked, "What charges are you 

bringing against this man?"  

 
30

"If he were not a criminal," they 

replied, "we would not have 

handed him over to you."  

 
31

Pilate said, "Take him yourselves 

and judge him by your own law."  

   "But we have no right to execute 

anyone," the Jews objected.

This 

happened so that the words Jesus 

had spoken indicating the kind of 

death he was going to die would be

When Pilate saw that he was getting 

nowhere, but that instead an uproar 

was starting, he took water and 

washed his hands in front of the 

crowd.

As they led him away, they seized 

Simon from Cyrene, who was on 

his way in from the country, and 

put the cross on him and made him 

carry it behind Jesus. 
27

A large 

number of people followed him, 

including women who mourned 

and wailed for him. 
28

Jesus turned 

and said to them, "Daughters of 

Jerusalem, do not weep for me; 

weep for yourselves and for your 

children. 
29

For the time will come 

when you will say, 'Blessed are the 

barren women, the wombs that 

never bore and the breasts that 

never nursed!'

They came to a place called 

Golgotha (which means The Place 

of the Skull).

Here they crucified him, and with 

him two others—one on each side 

and Jesus in the middle.

Pilate had a notice prepared and 

fastened to the cross. It read:|sc 

JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE 

KING OF THE JEWS.

Many of 

the Jews read this sign, for the 

place where Jesus was crucified 

was near the city, and the sign was 

written in Aramaic, Latin and 

Greek. 
21

The chief priests of the 

Jews protested to Pilate, "Do not 

write 'The King of the Jews,' but 

that this man claimed to be king of 

the Jews."  

 
22

Pilate answered, "What I have 

written, I have written."

When the soldiers crucified Jesus, 

they took his clothes, dividing 

them into four shares, one for each 

of them, with the undergarment 

remaining. This garment was 

seamless, woven in one piece from 

top to bottom.

"Let's not tear it," they said to one 
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another. "Let's decide by lot who 

will get it."  

      This happened that the

to hear that he was already dead. 

Summoning the centurion, he asked 

him if Jesus had already died.

some linen cloth, took down the 

body, wrapped it in the linen, and 

placed it in a tomb cut out of rock. 

Then he rolled a stone against the 

entrance of the tomb.

Joses saw where he was laid.

Now there was a man named 

Joseph, a member of the Council, a 

good and upright man, 
51

who had 

not consented to their decision and 

action. He came from the Judean 

town of Arimathea and he was 

waiting for the kingdom of God. 
52

Going to Pilate, he asked for 

Jesus' body. 
53

Then he took it 

down, wrapped it in linen cloth and 

placed it in a tomb cut in the rock, 

one in which no one had yet been 

laid. 
54

It was Preparation Day, and 

the Sabbath was about to begin.  

 
55

The women who had come with 

Jesus from Galilee followed Joseph 

and saw the tomb and how his body 

was laid in it. 
56

Then they went 

home and prepared spices and 

perfumes. But they rested on the 

Sabbath in obedience to the 

commandment. 

The Burial of Jesus  

 
38

Later, Joseph of Arimathea asked 

Pilate for the body of Jesus. Now 

Joseph was a disciple of Jesus, but 

secretly because he feared the 

Jews. With Pilate's permission, he 

came and took the body away. 
39

He was accompanied by 

Nicodemus, the man who earlier 

had visited Jesus at night. 

Nicodemus brought a mixture of 

myrrh and aloes, about seventy-

five pounds.
[a]

 
40

Taking Jesus' 

body, the two of them wrapped it, 

with the spices, in strips of linen. 

This was in accordance with 

Jewish burial customs. 
41

At the 

place where Jesus was crucified, 

there was a garden, and in the 

garden a new tomb, in which no 

one had ever been laid. 
42

Because 

it was the Jewish day of 

Preparation and since the tomb was 

nearby, they laid Jesus there. 
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The Guard at the Tomb  

 
62

The next day, the one after 

Preparation Day, the chief priests 

and the Pharisees went to Pilate. 
63

"Sir," they said, "we remember 

that while he was still alive that 

deceiver said, 'After three days I 

will rise again.' 
64

So give the order 

for the tomb to be made secure until 

the third day. Otherwise, his 

disciples may come and steal the 

body and tell the people that he has 

been raised from the dead. This last 

deception will be worse than the 

first."  

 
65

"Take a guard," Pilate answered. 

"Go, make the tomb as secure as 

you know how." 
66

So they went and 

made the tomb secure by putting a 

seal on the stone and posting the 

guard.
