A-
snong those remarks was one simple fact, which has pro-
duced opposition of Bo very gentle or generous kivd., The
writer of those rergarks was personaily atiacked for having
dared to act in his eapacity of editor, becauso ke cliances ta b€
cily printer. He must not think for himself; but be an au-
tomaton or locomotive at the will of the councd. But this
en passanl.

1t was stated that the expenee for paving for the upper
faubourg was $177000; this was true but not the whole truth.
According to the details furnished us from authentic sources:
the actual expence of paving for the northern ruburb—or the
6th and 7th wards—had sraounted to $252,553 30 on the Tth
of April lasi; while the pasing for the lower suburb fur the
same time amounted to bot 36,175 33.  This i3 0o uifling
difierence, when we eonsider that the upper faubourg had
paid very little taxed dunng the period of this expenditure;
while the lower did.

Praceeding in thia contrast, it will be found that although
but 815,000 .(or very near that sum) have beea expended on
constructing wharfs opposite 1he lower faubourgs; the ex-
penditures for the vpper fauboure have been—

During the last two years the 6ih
ward hasindeed paid a larger sum; but this was after conai-
derable sums of the city treasury had been expended on ite
miprovementsa,

A disinterested person will therefore perceive that som,
yeara must elapse before the upper fauhourg ean pay for the
expenditures slready made there : thatis in other words, that
the upper faubourg ia indebted to the corporation a sum sp-
proximating $100,000—f the lighting be considered with the
paving, ete.  Yet not so with the lower faobourg : for the
corporation is indebted to it —as its taxes grestly counter-
balance the suma expended for its improvements.

Let our citizens ask now who are instigated with sectional
feelings—those who are indebtcd to the corporation; and
elamor still like the horveleech ‘give! give! careless how they
involve the city treasury; and inditferent that others should
#njoy the aame or similar meisuren :—ar 1hose who are the
creditors ol the corporation; and do not claim even their own
rights,

1f after this exposure the citizens or their representatives
of the lower faubourg suffer themselves to be imposed aa by
those who clamor and claim without knowing when nor as-
certaining how to be satisfied, it is their fault not ours.
‘They now perceive the comparaltive justice of their demands
on the eny treasury; and of the pretensions of thoee from
the upper. The upper‘faubourg is deeply in debt 10 the cor-
poration; but the corporation is deeply in deit 1o the lower,
By the taxes exacted, the citizens of the lower faubourg pad
for the :improvements effucted in the nupper; and now that
the districts above Canal street have attaincd(or their citizens
assumed) some consequence!—what a consequenee—the sum
lent is viewed am one having been due; and mure loans are
required : yet it is endeavoured tu be kept out of view that
the taxes snnually received from ihe upper faub urg do not
counie balance the eums anoually expended there—much
less pay for the debt incurred by the incorporation of its dis-
tncts.  Can any members in the city council justly claim
any part of the city treasury, vl their constituents have re.
deemed their debt ! 1s it not expedient as well as equitable
that the expenditures for any ward should bs commeansacate
with the taxes it paya and has paud !

The cholera ia the reignag hobgoobling and is as versatile
and varisble as the evil spirit- Svon weexpect it will be
like the road uf Aaron, and swallow wp all the reptile dis-
cases,

He that possesses confidence, i3 regular in his habits, and
oareful concerning the guantity as well as the quality of his
food, need not apprehend the cholera. Stimulants are indeed
useful; but the best stimulants are the f=elings of hope, and
the findinge of circumspection. These are the grand guaran-
tees or safeguards of health.

But if a tangible stimulant be required, it should be one op
those tonies technically termed by physicians, either saroma-
tic or the diffusible stimulunte. Saline drinks are excellent
in premoting or restoring health; and of these none are pre-
(erable 10 10 the saline preparations of iton. A solution made
of the sulphate of iron in builing water (an ounce of the
former dissolved in s pint of the latter), is » salutary diink’
and mey be readered agreeable by ihe addition of common
ByTUp.

Fiven the drink that we recommended yesterday is salubri-
ous and pleasant; and has been used with effect by many,
1t wae merely 10 infuse equal positions of pu.verised ginger
and sugar in water. The ginger sufficiently preserves the
heat, and the sugar the tone of the siomach: nnd after all
that may be said concerning stimulating drinks,
ale’ i3 the best beverage.

There hava not been lers than about 140 or 150 deaths
from cholera during the past 10 days; but in atmest every
instance thase cases have been confined to the levee—pas.,
seagers on board steam or flat boats. Shuuld not some
wiunicipal code of sanitory laws le established on thie syb-
ject.  There is indeed not very much fear of the cholera
spreading among our citizens, 88 the disesss is proved 10 be
uot contagious; stul pr iunary h be
adopied for the sake of all.

Stricily speaking, the lnﬁ of Fﬁﬁeq and diar.
thea are 1n differcut organs : and iherefore the diseases are
essentially ditlerent.  But Loth ure or may be concomitany;
