-lector the general appraisers decided
“that stockmen "and others canbot
drive or tnncport cattle from the
United States to 1ands owned or leased
by them in forelgn countries and im-
port the same cattle free of duty when
wsdvanced in value or condition, nor can
such owners or lessees who are en-
‘gaged in the breqding and raising of
oattle in foreign countries import their
. stock Ynto the United States free of
duty, simply becavse their stock cattle
wers obtained in the United States, and
the animals for which free entry is

olaimed are descended from such
stock.”
