“We left Seattle April 28 with 26
men and 35 horses,” sald Mr. Rigga.
“At Coffee creek on the Yukon river
we picked up 42 more horses, which
bad wintered at the head of the White
river, and May 35 we landed at Ram-
part house on the Porcupine river,
65 miles north of the arctic circle,
where W. F. Reaburn, on¢ of our sur-

. veyors, had wintered with five men
and had laid out a llne of caches as
far as the boundary crossing of o
.Crow river, so the party could take
the fleld without delay.

“J. D. Craig, chief of the Canadian
party, with a similar outfit, had joined

" ug at White Horse, I. T., and traveled
with us to Rampart house, where Bub-
parties wore sent out. The American
and Canadian parties did not work
from the same camps, but divided the

" work. The only exception was a party
of six, headed by Mr. Craig and my-
self, who jointly projected the line. By
using Old Crow river as a bass sup-
plies were carried by water within 35
imiles of the Arctic ocean.

New York.—The concerted acticn of
the house detectives of all the large
hotels in America has removed the
points from two formerly excellent
stories, the first ascribed to an ac-
tress, who, when asked once if she
had ever been in Kansas City, replied,
“I can't just remember, but I will
look among my towels and see;” and
the second, the narrative of the young
man who was obliged to break off his
engagement because as he left the
dining room of a large hotcl with his
fliancee a number of forks and spoons
fell from the sleeves of her gown.
The house detectives have devised &
plan whereby the man or woman who
wants to take a souvenir from a big
hotel finds his path blocked with
many obstacles.

First, the detective {s provided with
a complete list of everything which
is owned by the hotel. Then he dele-
gates the responsibility for the care
of them to varlous head waiters, wait-
ers, housekeepers and chambermaids.

Then he gets a list each day of new
arrivals and of those who are pre
paring to leave. From these lists of
occupled rooms the detective picks
out the places where trouble might
arise and into these he goes with his
subdivided lists and a checking-up
book.

The chambermaild s required to
give an exact accounting of every piece
of linen she has supplied to the man
or woman who is about to leave. This
is in turn taken to the laundries,
where a balance is made. If there is
a precise balance the matter ends
there, but woe to the woman Wwho
believes that the towels she placed
carefully in her locked trunk will not
be "missed.” i

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JUVENILES CROWD COURTS

Crimes of Minors in France Are T<r
rifying Nation—Increase Is
Alarming.

Paris.—The {increase of juvenlle
criminality is becoming & grave 8so-
cial and national danger in France.
S8ome of the figures in the report just
published on criminal justice for 1910
arc positively terrifying.

They prove without the possibility
of a doubt that in that year 36 per
cent of the prisoners before the as
size courts were minors. And the rec-
ord of the police courts 1s equally
melancholy. Out of prisoners tried
there were ¢37 under 13 years, 3,904
between the ages of 13 and 16, 7,200
. between 16 and 18 and 21,495 between
18 and 21, a total of 33,136 minors.

If the whole population of France
is divided into groups of age repre-
senting minors {n four different cate-
gories and majors of over 21 years it
will be found in comparing the figures
with those of prisoners brought be
fore the police courts that the propor-
tions do not admit of any doubt as to

the predominance of juvenile over
adult criminality.
The maximum of criminality for

men as well as women is to be found
between the ages of 18 and 21, with
this difference, that the feminine crim-
fnality is enormously smaller than
the masculine. For men there are 301
accused for every 10,000 inhabitants of
the same sex, which is a figure three
times as great as for adults. o

Yoyage on River Never Has Been
Duplicated.

Gteamer Carrying a Load of Sait 1s
Neariy Stranded in Falllng
Stream, dut Cargo Was 8old
for $11 a Barrel

Clinton, Mo.—How a steamer once
navigated the waters of the Osage riv-
er, delivered a cargo of salt at S8uns
Point, Kan., and made a good profit on
the deal is told here by Richard Fu-
qQua, a carpenter, who was the boat's
carpenter on the trip and for several
years after. Now the once navigable
QOsage river is a prize sought by water
power men and promoters, and Kan-
sas, instead of importing salt, is ex-:
porting it

The steamer that uccomplished what
no other boat has ever done, the nav-
igation of the Osage river, was itself
named the Osage. The hull was laid
and launched at Linn creek in the win-
ter of 1856-57 by the owners, who
were residents of Linn creek. The
hull was towed tg 8t. Louis, where the
boat was finished. It was 130 feet
long, 22 feet wide and when loaded
to its capacity of 200 tons drew near-
ly three feet of water. It was pro-
nounced the finest little boat afloat
in its day, with a cabin capacity of
seventy-ive passengers, double en-
gines, double boilers and side wheals.
It was sold to Capt Lambert of New
York, an old sailor and experienced -
boatman, who later traded it to Mal

ing $22,000.

Maj. Melton placed Elijah Melton,
his brother, in charge as clerk and the
Osage made regular trips for eight
months in the year from St: Louis up
the Osage river, often a8 far as Pap-
insville in Bates county, Missouri, but
more frequently going to Osceols, St
Clair county. Those were boating
days on the beautiful Osage river, and
as many as eleven boats have been
tied up at Warsaw, Mo., at one time.

Before the war the freight and pas-
senger service made a profit to the
owner of the boat and $1.500 was not
an unusual amount for the round trip.
The crowring feat in navigation was in
taking ‘a cargo of 200 tons of salt
to Suns Point, in Bourbon county, Kan.

The civil war had destroyed the
boating service an the Osage river apd |
salt was so scarce that a pound would
sell at imes for §1. Maj. Melton found
pienty of salt at 8t louls in 1867,
which had come from Michigan down
the Mississippi.

With George Craw-
ford, en Osage river pilot, the boat
was loaded to its capacity with salt
in barrels and sacks and the voyage
begun.

Yale Mussum Has What Was Proba .-
bily Part of Cave-Dwelier's 3’
. .. Mecklace. RS R

New Haven, Conn.—A perforated
human tooth, used as an ornament by
a cave dweller, i3 the especially inter
esting specimen in the connections
of relics of prehistoric races given to
Yale Museum by Professor 3. G. Mo
Curdy, head of the anthropological
division.

These collections were gathered by
Professor McCurdy last summer In
England, France and Spain. At Ly
Combe he made the first explo
of a cave, where the human tooth w
found.
