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there-about take it from what their Forefathers had thrown a-

way, and had lain long in the open Air.  The ufe above men-
tioned being confiderable, the perfon, who fentit, hath been
intreated; to inform whatquantities may be had of ir, it there
{hould be occafion to fend for fome.

Of an Hungarian Bolus, of the {ame Effect with the Bolus
Armenus,

The {ame perfon gave noticealfo, that, befides the Bolus Ar-
menus,and the Terra Silefiaca, there is an Earthtobe found in
Hungary about the River Tockay, thence called Bolus Tockavien-
Jfis, having as good effeétsin Phyfick, as either of the former
two, and commended by experience in thofe parts, as much as
itis by Sennertss out of Crato, for its goodnefs,

Of the New American Whale.fifbing about the Ber-
mudas.

Here follows aRelation,fomewhat more divertifing,than the
precedent Accountsswhichis about the new Whale.fifoing in the
iVef}. Indses about the Bermudas, asit was delivered by anunders
ftanding and hardy Sea-man, who affirmed he had been atthe
killing work himfelf. His account,as far as remembred,was thiss
that though hitherto all Attempts of maftering the Whales ot
thofeSeas had been unfuccesful,by reafon of the extraordinary
fiercenefs and {wiftnefs of thefe morftrous Animals; yetthe
enterprife being lately renewed, and fuch perfons chofen and
fent thither for the work, as were refolved not to be baffled by
a Sea.montfter, they did profper {o far in this undertaking, that,
having been out at Sea, near thefaid Ifle of Bermudas,feventeen
times, and faftned their Weapons a dozen times,they killed in
thefe expeditions 2 old Female-Whales, and‘3 Cubs, whereof
one of the old ones, from the head to the extremity of the Tayl,
was 88. Footin length, by meafure; its Tayl being 23. Foot
broad, the fwimming Finn 26. Foot long, and the Gills three
Footlong: having great bends underneath from the Nofe te
the Navil;upon her after-part,a Fion on the backs being within
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paved (this was the plain Sea mans phrafe) with fat, fike the
Cawl of a Hog. _

The other old one, he faid, was fome 60. Footlong. Of the
Cubs, one was 33. the other two, much about 2§, or 26, Foot
long.

T%e fhape of the Fifh, he faid, was very fharp behind, like the
ridge of a houfe; the head pretty bluff, and full of bumps on
both fides; the back perfe@ly black, and the belly white.

Their celerity and force he afirmed tobe wonderful, info-
much that one of thofe Creatures,which he ftruck himfelf, tow-
ed the boat wherein he was; after him, for the fpace of fix or fe-
ven Leagues, i 3 of an hours time.  Being wounded, he faith,
they make a hideous roaring, at which, all of that kind that are
within hearing, come towards that place, where the Animal is,

et without ftriking, or doing any harm to- the wary.

He added, that they ftruck one of a prodigious bignefs, and
by guefs of above 1co footlong He is of opinion, that this Fifly
comes peareft to that fort of Whales, which they call the Fu-
bartes ; they are withoutteeth, and longer than the Greenland-
Whales, but not fo thick., -

He faid further,that they fed muchupon Grafs,growing at the
bottom of the Sea; which, he afirmed, was feen by cutting up
the great Bag of Maw, wherein he had foundin one ofthem
about two or three Hogtheads of a greenith graffy-matter.

Asto the quantity and nature of the Oyl which they yield,
he thought, that the largeft fort of thefe Whales might afford
feven or eight Tuns if well husbanded, although they had loft
much this fir ft time,for want of a good Cooper,having brought
home bat eleven Tuns. . The Cubbs, by his relation, do yield
but little, and that is buta kind of a Jelly. That which the old
ones render, doth candy like Porks. Greafe, yetburneth very
well. He obferved, that the Oyl of the Blubberis as clear and
fair as any Whey: butthat which is boyled out of the Lean, in-
terlarded, becomes as hard as Tallow,{pattering in the burning
and that which is made of the Cawl, refembleth Ho ggs-greafe,

One, bat fcarce credible, quality of this Oyl, he affirms to-be,
that though it be boiling, yet one may run ones hand into it
without{calding ; to which he adds, that it hatha very healing
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Vertue for cattings, lamenefs,¢¢. the part affe@ed bein g anoin-
ted therewith, One thing more he related, not to be omitted,
which is, that having told, that the time of catching thefe Fifhes
was fromthe beginning of March, to theend of Aday, after
which time they appeared no more in that part of the Sea: he
did, when asked, whither they then retired, give this Anfwer,
"That it was thought, they wentinto the Weed-beds of the Gulf
of Florida, ithaving been obferved, thatupon their Fins and
Tails they have ftore of Clams or Barnacles, upon which, he
faid, Rock-weed or Sea-tangle did grow a hand long; many of
them having been taken of them, of the bignefs of great Oy~
{ter-thels,and hung upon the Governour of Bermudas his Pales,

A Narrative concerning the fuccefs of Pendulum-Watches at
Sea for the Longitudes. -

"The Relation lately made by Major Holmes, concerning the
fuecefsof the Pendulum-watches at Sea (two whereof were com-
mitted to his Care and Obfervation in his laft voyage to ¢ uiny
by fome of our Eminent ¥7rtuof, and Grand Promoters of Na-
vigation) is as followeth

The faid Major having l¢ft that Coaft,and being come to the
Ile of St. Themas under the Line,accompanied with fourVeffels,
having there adjufted his Watches, put to Sea,and failed We ft-
ward, {even or eight hundred Leagues, without changing his
courfe; after which, finding the Wind favourable, he ftecred
towards the Coaft of Africk, North-North-Eaft. Buthaving
failed uponthatZ¢ne a matter of two or three hund rcheagues,
the Mafters of the other Ships, under his Condud, apprebend-
ing that they fhould want Water, before they could reach that
Coaft,did propofetohim to fteer their Courfe to the Barbadoes,
to fupply themfelves with Water there, Whereupon the faid
Major,having called the Mafter and Pilots together,and caufed
them to produce their Journals and Calculations, it was found,
that thofe Pilots did differ intheir reckonings from that of the
Major, one of them eighty Leagues,another about an hundred,
and the third, more ; bu the. Major judging by his Penduvlum.

Watchesy that they were only fome thirty Leagues diftant from
