Thia
class of speculators never buy stock for any
other purpose than for delivery on mxturing
contractd.  The bear sells principaily on
time, his own or buyer’'s optivn, and goner-
ally waits until called upon 1o deliver befure
purcbasing. It is; of course, for bis intereat
that the markel should fluctuate lurgely and
suddeuly. Operators of the longeet expe-
rience in Wall sirest are foumd wuong this
cluns of specuiators.

Beyen's Oprion.~A purchaser of stock at
he broker's buard, buyer's option, thirty,
sixty or ninety days, can call for the stock
any day witbin that time, or wait uniil its
expiration. He pays interest at the rato of
six per cent. up to the time he calis. A pur.
chase on buyer's option is generally a fruc-
tion above the cash price.

BaLLEN'® OPTION.—This gives the seller the
option to deliver any ume within the lime of
his contract, or atits matarity, and the buy-
er is required to take it when offered.
