period of 1899, an increase of 7,508,163

Fommending them to the thousands
of peopls here who must be daily sup-
})lied with food stuff imported from
doreign countries.

It would be worse than folly to dump
@ cargo of the corn meal on the mar-
ket and offer it for sale, as millers
have suggested. It must be introduced
by first teaching a number of cooks
(who are all organized in a guild, or
‘union) how to prepare it, and then
giving away a limited amount of the
cooked product through the public
restaurants, which feed thousands of
people. If this proposition does not
appeal to the business sense of Amer-
ican dealers, this immense food supply
will continue to come from other
.sources, and our surplus of corn will
mot reach this market.

. AMERICAN HORSES BARRED.

Discrimination in Russia Agninat
Racing Stock Becanse It Is Faster
3 Than Horses There,

Only a few years ago Amerfean
horses could start in all races in Rus-
sia, but they were so much faster
than the Russian horses that they
were finally barred from the big races
in order to protect local interests. As
a majority of Russian horsemen now
own American horses, and more are
constantly being bought, there is a
growing sentiment in favor of their
being permitted to start in all races

except those intended exclusively for|..

Russian horses. At one time it was
noted with satisfaction that Ameri-
can horses had been purchesed for the
Russian imperial studs, but recently
every horse having American blood has
Leen removed from these studs. Dis-
interested people declare this to be
a shortsighted policy and say the
Americans do not care what nation-
ality a horse is, provided he is fast;
and notwithstanding American horses
are the best trotters in the world,
there will be a big demand in the
United States in the near future for
Russian mares, because after inter-
breeding the different families for so
many Yyears the Americans will be
glad to get an outcross with trotting
blood and muscle.

COALING SHIPS AT 'sE"A.?‘

" "New Method of Transterring Fuel fn
DBags Over a P.ble Running Be-
tweem the Two Ships.

As a result of three days’ trial of
“coaling ship” while towing at sea,
just completed by the United States
battle ship Massachusetts and the col-
lier Marcellus, it may soon be possible
‘for any warship to receive coal by the
.overhead wire system at the average
rate of 20 tons an hour.

The bags of coalare first hoisted from
'the collier’s deck to the masthead upon
‘an iron cage or elevator. The carrieris
fitted with a long-pointed hook pivoted
at its bottom. This hook, driven under
the iron bale, engages i, the elevator
drops and the carrier starts at a speed
wf 1,200 feet a minyte for the warship.
When it reaches that end of the route
A rubber buffer on the block strikes a
‘'lateh, which releases the hook, and the
bags, with their iron bale, drop down
the canvas chute to the decks of the
warship, where the jackies scamper
away with it on trucks to the bunkers.
Three hundred feet is the distance
majntained between ships during the
operation. The test was a success from
the start.. Spencer Miller, the inventor
of the conveyor, was aboard the Massa-
chusetts.

The Pathfinder W1l Condnct Inipor-
tant Work in Clharting Channels
and Harborp of Hawall,

The coast and geddetic survey steam-
er Pathfinder has [just left San Fran-
cisco for Hawail, where the work of ac-
curately surveying and charting the
channels and harbors will be prose-
cuted for the next month or more. Capt.
F. W. Perkins, in pommand of the ex-
pedition, accompanied by a number of
assistants from the hydrographic and
other scientific divisions of the depart-
ment, will begin their work in the har-
bor of Hilo. {

“After the work at Hilo is complet-
ed,” said Prof. Tillman, assistant super-
intendent of the|coast survey, “La
Haima harbor will be surveyed. Years
ago it was one of|the best known har-
bors of the group, and reports show
100 whaling vessels assembled at a time
in the harbor. De Freycinet selected it
for his observatipns, showing that it
was in the old dayjs a considerable com-
mercial and social center.

WIRELESS

‘It W1I1 Be Used (by the War Depart-
ment—Plans| Being Made for

L the Signal Corps.
The war depnttment is .qiﬂetly at

work on the problem of wireless teleg-
raphy for the signal service. The signal
corps has been |handicapped recently
both by lack of| funds and officers to
experiment on an extensivé scale, but
Capt. Reiber, at Governor’s island, New
York, is carrying on a series of experi-
ments between [that point and Tomp-
kinsville, with g view of adapting the
army apparatusfor communication be-
tween fortified points and in any other
locality where the wireless system
might prove supericr in practice to the
older form of telegrapby. The army
is not dependent on Marconi for instru-
ments, having déveloped'a system of its
own, and the work will be pushed with
vigor when congress furnishes the nec-
essary means.

IT IS TOO COSTLY. .

‘ransportation of Malls Should Be
Made Less Expensive by _the Rail-
- road Co;np-nlel of the Country.

’

Prof.H.C. Adams, the expert retained
by the congressional:commission on
postal affairs, which is conducting an
examination into the cost of mail trans-
portation, was a witness before the
session. Taking the rate per ton pet
‘mile in 1873 as a basis of calculation,
.Prof. Adams showed why, in his opin-
fon there should be further reductiona
in the rates. He sald there had been &/
vast Increase in the amount of mai]
business, while the ratio of the decrease
in rates had only been slightly greater.
He thought the 15 per cent. reduction
from the rate fixed in 1673 wholly inad-
equate to the present situation.

Prof. Adams thought that the prin-
cipal reductions should be made on the
long baul mails, and he presented fig-
ures showing that these rates were rela-
tively higher than the short haul mails,
in comparison with frefight and express,
while the expense of moving them was
not so great. .

Various methods of bringing about
a reduction in rates were suggested by
Prof. Adams. The first provided fora
schedule, the maximum rate of which
he established at 60 cents a mile per
ton. The remaining rates were to be

raded by a system, based on whatever

action or unit of reduction might be
declded upon.

Another plan set forth was the re-
duction ot the expenses of the railroad
companies in transporting malls by
carrying those other than first-class as
fast freight. In the latter class he pro-
posed to include parcels and heary
printed matter.
