SCARCITY OF WALRUT LUMBER'

Only a Few Years When This Famed
Hard Wood Will Be Lost as a Source
of Country’s Natural Wealth.

" Speaking of the present prices of

walnut, a State street exporter of Bos-
ton said that, aside from the demand
for this lumber, in common with oth-
ers, there was the growing scarcity of
the timber, which is becoming very
apparent now. In fact, it will not be
many vears, he said, before this famed
hardwood will be lost as a valuable
source of the country’s natural wealth.

The wood has disappeared as ma-
terial in the eomstruction of any but
the finest grades of veneers, while the
export trade, which ten years ago was’
at its height, has fallen off nearly one-
half. Substitutes are being used by
manufacturers, and a few years hence
walout pieces will occupy the same
place in public estimation that the:
heavy mahogany furniture does now.

In Indiapa, where it seemed a few
years ago that the supply might be
jnexhaustible, large tracts have been
denuded, and comparatively 'few re-
main from which timber-can be cut for
any great length of time. Sduthwest-
ern Virginia also abounded at/one time
in walnut forests, but these, with the
exception of some that are in: ccessible
to the railroads, have suffered the same
tate as the Indiana tracts. | .

" Commissioner Powderly and Secre-
tary Root are puzzled as to what to do
with Mrs. L. M. Todd, the leper whose,
deportation was ordered some timeago,:
and who is now detained at San Fran-
cisco. It was proposed by Commission-
er Powderly to send the woman to the
leper colony at Hawali, using a govern-
ment transport which will convey
troops to the Philippines as 8 means of
transportation. Mrs. Todd objects to
being sent out of the country, and, al-
though she is in the custody of the gov-
ernment officials, she declares she will
not go unless force is resorted to.

She threatens to cry: “Unclean, un-
clean, leper, leper,” and use all her:

attempt to place her aboard the trans-
port. The unfortunate woman also
says she will scratch and ‘bite and do,
everything in her power to prevent her
deportation. The war department is
uncertain as to what course to pursue,
as it is feared if the woman carries out

have the effect of driving all the other
passengers from the transport.

The matter will be referred to the
surgeon general of the army or of the
marine hospital service for a way out
of the dilemma. Tt is certain Mrs. Todd
will be sent to the Hawaiian leper set-
tlement, but how to get her there is a
serious problem.

Some time ago she was
sent to Hawail, but returned to this
country by a roundabout way, entering
the United States by way of Canada.

" Pate of Hawaiian Who Landed with

His Bride on Strange Shore.

Theught Théy Were Be Landed
on Shore Where the Tribe

ot His Wite’s People
Was Loeated.

A" remarkable story of cannibalism
- was brought to Sydney, Australia, afew
days before the sailing of the steamer
Aorangi to Vancouver, B. C., by the
French steamer Jeannette. The vietim'’
of the display of savagery wasa native
of Hawaii named Amaru, who acted-as
orderly to the immigration department
at Noumea, in the New Hebrides.
About six months ago Amaru married
a native woman of Aoba, in the New
Hebrides group, and on passing that is-
lagd on the second voyage of the Jean-
nette to one of the outlying islands he
decided to visit his wife’s tribe. Ac-
cordingly the couple was put off in &
small boat, and it was only a few weeks
ago that the steamer made a second call
and learned their fate, By mistake they
had landed on an uniriendly shore and
were taken prisomers. The man was
tied to a stake and his torture begun.
This consisted first in allowing vicious
jungle snakes from which the poison
fangs had been removed to attack the
man's legs. Then a fire was made at
his feet and his legs were horribly
burped, though the injury was super-
ficial, so that the victim would not die
under the treatment. Then he was

. made a target for the spears of the

tribesmen, who finally killed him. He
was torn to pieces and placed over a
fire with two sheep. In fact, according
to the story, he was eaten with the
sheep.

In the meantime Amaru's wife had
‘been provided with a second husband.
The matter was reported to a Brisish
man-of-war, but it is thought no action
has been taken.

FIND RICH BEDS OF ASPHALT.

Emcouraging Results Are Realized
from Later Borings at Logans-
port, Ind.

Larger beds of asphaltum lie under
the east end of Logansport, Ind., than
was first supposed, and the work of
getting the dimensions of the field is
now progressing. At the same time
the wells that are being sunk are of
sufficient size to be of use in getting
the valuable paving material to the
surface afterward, and the drilling is
thus performing a double purpose.

Fxperts believe that the bed extends
from under the eastern portion of this
city to a point about four miles east,
- where asphaltum can be seen oozing.
out from between the rocks om the!
banks of the Wabash. At a depth ot
64 feet they found a bed of asphaltum
four feet deep, and they stopped drill-
ing to put down another well at a point
some distance away.

The material is pronounced by ex-
perts to be of the best quality, and the
promoters (all home people)- have
leased all the ground in the east end
that could possibly be obtained.

Fiﬂn Quarter of 1808 Than in Cor-
irespomding Quarter ot 1598,

Veksels built in the United States and
officially numbered during the first.
quarter, ended September 30, 1898, were
296, of 13,230 groés tons, compared with
301, pf 63,191 gross itons, for the corre-
sponding quarter of the previous tiscal
year. The wooden tonnage was only
6,931 gross tons, cdmpared with 25,113
for be corresponding quarter in T398.
In spite of the rise in structural steel
tonnage has increased for the quar-
ter from 33,462 tofis in 1898 to 47,043
tons in 1899. Of thetotal, however, two-
thirds were built an the great lakes.
