Foreign Trade of the Cited
~“States, Fiscal Year 1916,

Washington, August §. — The ost)-
mate of 63 billion dojlaps as the va-
lue of American foreign trade in the
fiscal year which ended June 30, tyts,
recently announced by the Bureau of
Foreign and Dogiestic Comnieree, Deo
partment of Commeree, is confirmed
by complete returns which have just
been tabulated: by that office. ‘
The year's exports aggregated 4,334
million dollars, exceeding by more
ithan 115 }ittjon the huge total for
1915 and by more than 2 billion dol-
lars the annual ‘average from M4 o
1915, June alone gave a tolal of 465
million  duilars, being slightly less
than the record total of §¢5 million
for May, hut practicaily 200 million
more than in Jupe last year.
Tue years imports amounted in
value {0 2198 million dallars, exceed-
ing by 52§ milljon the 1915 tuta] and;
by 8 million the annual average
from {011 (o 1914, June imports to-
taled 216 million, the largest figure
ever shown by a sing'e month. It was
17 million dollarg larger than that for
May and 88 million larger than that
for June last year.
