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Queer Rules Lald Down for Passengers
en Early Day Raliroads A
Guides Fifty Years Oid.

Kacses Clty, Mo -—An {nteresting
study of the railway development of
the United States fifty and sixty years
_gO ure two rare old rallroad guldes
for 1560 and 1850, owned by Colonel
George H. Foote, the oldest passeuger
agent in Kansas City. It waa Colonel
Foote who characterized the local riv-
ers as ‘‘the rerula Missouri and the
nutritious Kaw.’

In 1830 not one of Migsourl's three
largest citlea had a rallroad, St. Louls.
alone was reached by steamer, one
line operating south from Galena, Ill,
the western terminus of & railroad,
and another running up the Missourt
from New Orleans.

Many rules that seem ocdd now were
laid down for passgnyers on those
early day trains, one of which was
that passengers should ride only in the
coaches on which thelr destination
was marked. Only eighty pounds of
baggage was carried for each pass-

r.

Time tables of that period specified
the kind of rall used on each line.
There were several varieties, the
“fiat,” “T,” “flange,” "bar” and com-
binations of the various types. The
value of a share of stock {n each road
always was quoted.

By 1860 a number of changes are
noted in the Western rallroad map.

Chicago had been entered. Kansas

City still had no line, although the
prospects were brightening. The cld
Pacific road, now the Missourl Pacific,
bad reached Otteville, 176 miles west
of 8t. Louis, and & notation was made
on the time card that the road was
being built toward Kansas City. The
4trip from St. Louls to Jefferson City,
1356 miles, required six hours and forty
minutes and cost $5.75.

" The North Missouri road, now the
Wabash, had reached Hudson, 169
miles west of St. Louis, and the trip
was made in seven hours at a cost of
$56. The Hannibal & St. Joseph, now
part of the Burlington system, had
reached Bt. Joseph. This road was
206 miles long, and it took eleven
bours to make the trip, the passenger
paying $8.

New York.- “Do you sce these?™

rooms, as he [olnted to a phe of
mushrooms. “Well, I bappen to koow
that thoee mushrooms came out of &
coal mine {n Pencsylvania.

“Seems funny, doesn't it, that mush-
rooms and coai skould come from the
same place, but the fact is that quite
a few mushrooms are taken out of the
mJjoes now. Uccasionally they help
to glut the market, too.

;Of course, as everybody knows,
fushrooms are raised in cellars, and
two essentials are a proper fertilizer
carefully applied and ao even tem-
sperature. Some bright person who
kpew _something about mushrooms
discovered that when it came lo grow-
ing them artificially the dark cham-
bers of a mine werc as good as the
ordlnary cellar, and that you could
raise mushrooms at less cost in them.

“In the first place, the mules fur-
nished just the right kind of manure
for nothing, aad then the temperature
of a mine’ts always even. so that It
cost nothing to supply heat There
are lots of places in the Pennsylvauia
coal mines which can be used for
growing mushrooms,
mine mushrooms are certain to be
quite a factor In the market, 1 be-
Ueve.

‘““The largest part of New TYork's
supply of nushrooms comes from
Pennsylvania anyway and some of the
large growers are located In the ocoal
regions, henre it Is not strange that
the Idea of growi{ng them in mines
should be taken up there.

“Nowadays the profit in raising
musbrooms for the market s mnot
what it used to be. Formerly the
mushroom grower could eastly get §1
a pound for them and was always
sure of get:ing h's crop taken as fast
as It matured. Four thousands pounds
of mushrooms might be called a falr
crop for the nan wto makes & busi-
ness of grom'u, ‘Yem and as you Can

ful placning, you can see bow profit-
able it was then. ‘

“The number of musbroom raisers
has increased tremendousiy tn the last
few years, with the result that last
week, for example, you could buy the
best mustrooms for 25 cents a pound.
The mushroom market is upcertiain,
because it isn’t regulated at all. There
are no seasons for mushrooms and bo
combination of growers. Hence at
times the market is glutted with
them, while at other times the amount
drought in is small and the price goes
up.

“A lot of people have gone f{nto
mushroom farming with a view of sup-
plying s few select customers, such
ay the large restaurants. [ know a
French waiter who today s malkiag
$5.000 @ year out of what might be
called a small mushroom fars.

“All the work in muskiroom farming
comes In starting your bed, and that
isn't roal hard work.

Many of these aviaries cost over
