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Nature Curioforum (an Academy of Curious Inquirars into Na-
ture, ) which fcme years ago have eftablif’d themfelves:in
that Country,with a defigne-chiefly to improve Phyfick and Na-
iural Philofophy. For which purpofe, they have, (‘as [ find in
their Salve Academicuns,printed at Leipfick, An.1662.)under-
taken each of them, to confider and write upon determinate
fubjects, thereby to penetrate into the nature and qualities of
Partisular Bodies ( Gemerals having too long already bufied
MensBrainsand Hands ;) as of the Vine, Tobacco, dlve, Scurs
vy grafs, Wormmwood, Scorzomera, St. Fobns Worth; Iron, Brafs
the Unicorn, the Stagg, Crabbs 5 the Bloud-flone, Eagle-flone
Aufy CivetyAmber,&c. Befides which, they have attempted,
(after the way,taken up in France,Italy,and England,) to write
and publifh Epbenzerides,or a Diurnal,or Tranfalions of a Phi-
