Anchorage and Strategic Facilities Ex-
cellent, But Sheres ODesolate—
Ships to Engage In
Target Practice.

_Washington.—Uncle Sam’s greatest
armada in history, numbering 53 ships
of war—19 battleships, 17 cruisers aud
17 auxiliaries—is now assembled for
target practice in the magnificent port
at Magdalena bay, Lower California’a
grim harbor of tragedy and romance,
which has been leased by Mexico to
the United States far three years as &
coaling station.

Admiral Evans' fleet, which passed
around the Horn, sailed from Callao on
February 29, and arrived in fine con-
dition at Magdalena bay on March 12.
It was the longest lap on the eventful
voyage, a distance of 3,102 nautical
miles. There are no wireless mlegraph(
stations on the coast of South and
Cantral America, and was no commu-’
nication by this means. The vessels,
were not heard from until they reached

arrive April 6. The men will there
engage in the usual spring target prac-
tice.

] Southern California. 1t is one of tha
few great harbors on the Pacific coast,
and compares favorably with the besr
in the world. Located in the vast
golitudes of a forbidding and unpro-
ductive coast. it is of such proportions
that it could handle the trafic of New
York and Liverpool without conges-
tion. .

The bay proper, exclusive of shal-
lows. lagoons and tributary inlets, i3
17 miles long and 12 miles wide in
side of the five-fathom line, of the
depth of 30 feet, which would be eafo
anchorage for the biggest ships. There
are 100 square miles of this safe an.
chorage ground. ranging in depth
from 30 to 120 feet. In the villaze of
Magdalena there are ordinarily 2o
houses and 50 inhabitants, but to-day
the place is a community.

With only one emrance.‘safﬂ and
wide, but easily defended. the- great
patural harbor of Lower California is
declared by naval experts to be the
finest station in the world for a naval
base. The right to use it as a coal-
tng station and for the rendezvous of
the United States navy was a con-
cession secured by Secretary of State
Root {rom the Mexican government
during his recent trip.

Magdalena bay, as has been recently
proposed, she would have the facilitfes
for ona of the greatest coaling statioos
on the Pacific coast. located at a
" point between Panama and San Diegon,
it might be of great strategical value.

killed in automobile accidents.

The entire death rate of the s'ates
and cities in which satatistics were
collected wams 16.1 per 1,000 of popu-
lgtlon. The annual average rate dur-
ing the same period for England and
Wales was 16; for Scotiand, 169, Ire
land, 17.6; Germany, 199, and France,
196. Comparing these figures with
previous records, it appears that the
