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FIGHT NEVER BEFORE RECORDID
BROUGHT TO LIGHT.

Historian Maclay Learns of Naval Ao
tion Occurring in 1779 in Which
_.__nnlun Were Defeated Oy .

Scotch Vessel.

"New
lay. author of the "History of the
United States Navy and American
Privateers,” announces that he recent-
ly dlscovered in the archives {an Edin-
burgh, Scotland, the record of a naval
action In which an American ship g-
ured that was never mentivned in any
American history.

The combat was between the
Yankee privateer Skyrocket and the
Scotch vessel Sharp, and occurred In
1779. Mr. Maclay's story of the action
follows:

A sea fight between an American
and a Bcotch armed vessel, which
seems never before to have been re-
carded in American annals has just
been brought to light by the discovery
in the Ubrary archives of Edinburgh,
Scotland, of a copy of a letter from
the commander of the Scoich craft to,
his employers.

The name of the Scotian boat was
Bogg,

the name of the Yankee craft was Sky-
rocket, Capt. Burke, a brig, mounting
16 guns and manned by more than 120
men-—an armament and complement
that made the Skyrocket more formid-
able than many of the regular Amer-
fcan warshipe in those days. The
Sharp, according to the letter of Capt
Bogg, waas armed with 14 carriage
guns, slx of them 12-pounders, besides

six swirels.

The only note there is of the Sky-
rocket Iin American records ia the
in Em-
mons’ Statistical History of the Unlted
States Navy, which was published in
1550,

a plant belonging to the cactus family,
which thrives In New Mexico and
other southwestern states. This flow-
er, stewed into a tea and allowed to
cool, makes a drink which is highly
intoxicating and leads to Insanity of
a violent form. The drink saps the
mentality of the Indian and soon
makes him a hopeless {imbecile, it
used to excess.

Through the Nebraska Indians, Mr.
Stacey reported, the Jacksoo county
Winnebagoes have secured a steady
supply of the mewcale buttons, aad
the habit of drinking the dangerous
tea 13 spreading with great rapidity in
the tribe.

she attempted to board us. T hailed
her with a broadside, which made her
crew cry out in a most horrible man-
her, but did not understand what she
sald. She {mmediately sheered off
and I saw no more of her.”
" Six days after this encounter, or on
March 24, while the Sharp was atand-
ing off from the Old lead of Kins-
dale, Capt. Bogg discovered a sail
ahcad of him steering westward.
About two o'clock in the afternoon the
ptranger (which afterward proved to
be the Skyrocket) by her superiority
of salling managed to galn the weath-
ergage of the Sharp, and then, work-
ing her way to an advantageous posi-
tion of the Sharp's quarter, wore ship
and crowding on all sail came up with
the Scotchman at little after {our
p. m.

Down to this time neither craft had
ghowed colors. When Capt. Boggs
hailed and asked: “What ship is that
and where do you hail from?" the an-
gswer was: “From Amerlca,” wupon
which the American unfurled his flag
and delivered a broadaide. The Sky-
rocket then displayed the “13 atripes’
and “returned the fire smartly.”

According to Capt.. Bogg's report,
the battle lasted ‘four glasses” or
two hours, “when the privateer
thought praoper to sheer off, crowdicg
on all aail.” Bogg says that he gave
chase, “btit" was soon left astern.”

It appear® from this same record
that, previous to the Skyrocket's ac-
tion with the Sharp, the former had
captured the. British merchantman
Betsy, Capt. McArthur. The Retsy was
from Clyde, bound for Oporto, when
gshe was overtakeen by the Yankee
and captured.

Capt. McArthur was a prisoner
aboard the Skyrocket when that craft
fought the Sharp. Subsequently Mc-
Arthur was released, and ariving at
CGreenock, reported that “the weight
of the Sharp's metal” together with
the quickness of firing, particularly of
the carronades, threw the privateer's
people into the utmost astonishment;
and that the execution on board the
privateer was such that they would
have struck to the S8harp had she
been able to come up with them.”

Experiments with Life Line Guns for
Ships Show Good Results.

New York —According to Capt. Ar-
thur Mills of the American liner Phila.
delphia, the experiments carried ont in
Liverponl recently by the advisory sub-
commit‘ee appointed by the British
government to report on the questi n
of British ships compulsorily carrying
lte line throwing apparatng were suc-
cessful, and may have important re-
gnlts. The experiments were conduct-
ed with kites, buoys, and different
styles of guns and rockets.

*“The cannon,” said Capt. Milla,
“threw a line a distance of 1860 fect,
which- was a remarkable feat com-
pared with the old life throwing gear.
The gun is loaded with a projectile
and is fired by friction, which propels
the projectile a certain distance, and
from that point a rocket {3 discharged,
which carries the line to destination.
