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Note 1. That che Altitude of the Spiritsin the Thermometer and Philofophical
Barometer was commonly taken at Noon.
 Note 2. That the account of the Winds and Weather at Sea, is from Noon to
Noon.

Note 3. That the middle Inclination of the Dipping Needle is fet down with
the difference alfo which was made, as cither fide of the Compafs was turn’d Eaft
or Weft: Which difference at firft was not taken notice of. From whence this
difference (hould arife, T cannot determine, the Compafs feeming to be juilly
pois'd and equally divided. '

For the few Chafmata in the Colummns of the Thermometer amd Barometer,
there needs no other Apology,than that I was not on board to take an account of

them my felf.
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
