RURAL DELIVERY FAVORED.

Has Gained Complete Regnrd of thé

Man in the Country—Advantage

it Is to Him. Jl

“T am heartily in favor of the rural
‘free delivery system,” said Representa~
tive Landis, ¢f Indiana, “and the people
of my district are delighted with it.
In the territory represented by me
there are more rural delivery routes
than in any other congressional dis-
trict in tbe country, and my constit-
uents are so well pleased with it that
if the government chould decide to.
abolish the system they would pay for
its maintenance out of their own pock-
ets. It enables them to have letters
and newspapers delivered at their door
every morning in the year, and in this
way the system is not only a great edu-
cator, but it helps to enlarge the cir-
culation of the newspapers and is of
assistance in a business way to the
farmers. It brings them in touch with
the government to some extent.

“The expenditures of the government
aggregate more than $600,000,000 an-
nually, and the farmers natuwrally ask
themselves the question where they de-
rive any beneflt from this enormous
outlay. They have an answer to it in
the malil delivered at thelr doors, and
they are perfectly satisfied and feel
that they get some return for the taxes
they contribute toward the mainten-
ance of the government. The farmer
of to-day is really a merchant, and he
must of necessity come in closer con-
tact with the markets of the world.
This can be done by receiving the news-
papers, which give the market quota-
tions and assist the farmer in dispos-
ing of his product.

“In my opinion the farmer {s more
entitled to free mail delivery than his
brother in the city, because it means
80 much more for him to drive eight ot
ten miles to the post office. The city
man could get his mail at the post office
i# the delivery system should be abol-
ished much easler and with less ex.
penditure than the man in the coun-
tr.’,."

OWNS RARE OLD MANUSCRIPT.

John Beutler, an Ohio Man, Posseagen
Original Copy ot the Jus=
tinlan Code.

" John Beutler, of Wapakoneta,O., haa
in his possession some heirlooms con-
sisting of manuscripts and books
which have been handed down from
father to son since the ninth and six-
ieenth centuries. He has original man-
uscripts of the code of Justinian the
Great, emperor of Rome, written in
the latter part of the fifth century.
He also has original manuscripts of
the annals of C. Cornelius Tacitus, the
Roman historian, written in Greek,
about the middle of the ninth cen-
tury. These manuscripts are on
parchment and are well preserved.

In ths middle part of the mixteenth
century the German aneestors of
Beutler had these manuscripts print-
ed In the Teutonic Latin, at Mainz,
Germany, by Gutenberg and Faust,
the first printers to use movable type.
Hence these books are probably part
ot the first edition of the code and
annals ever published. They are neat-
ly printed, well bound in porpoise
hide, and, although yellow with age,
in excellent condition.

Although quite small in size, Jus-
tinian contains 260 pages, and Taci-
tus 500 pages. They have been in
the family 15 generations. Mr. Beut-
ler's father, John Nipmuck Beutler,
brought them to America from Ba-
den, Germany.

The annals of Tacitus have several
YTatin words on the fly leaf, written
by Allen G.Thurman, formerly United
Etates senator, who had the book in
his possession for two years studying
the history.: He offered $300 for the
book, and a larger sum for the other
works, but Mr. Beutler refused.

INSTRUCTION IN ELECTRICITY.

It Is Proposed to Reorganise and En-
large the Scope of the Course
at Fort Monvroe. i

It is proposed to reorganize and en-
large the scope of the course of instrue-
tion at Fort Monroe for enlisted men of
the army in electricity. The subject
has become of great importance in con-
nection with the new coast defenses.
Capt. George Anderson, Seventh ar-
tillery, has been ordered to proceed to
Fort Monroe for duty pertaining to the

. echool of instruction of enlisted men in

~ electricity and its appliunces. The en-
largement of electrical equipment at
many posts and the creation of the new
grade of electrician sergeant to meet
the demands of the service make it
more necessary for these sergeants and
other enlisted men to become convers-
ant with electrical matters, and to ex-
tend their knowledge beyond that
which was uecessary merely for the
transmission of messages over the
wires.

Electriclan sergeants are required to
keeep in order the electrical equip-
ments of their posts, and they should
therefore be well versed in the tech-
nicalities of electricity. Examirations
of candidates for appolntment to the
grade of electrician sergeant are now
concducted, but a board of oflicers was
appointed some time ago to formulnte
more specific rules for these examina-

tions, The board igstill sitting and has

not submitted its repart.

EARTH'S MAGNETISM.
lieason Therefor Explgined by Ex-
periments of Dr. Rowland.

By a Simple Contrivanée the Profess
sor of Physies at Jolns Hopkins
University Proves |t Reasults

from Revolving Motion. .

_ Dr, Henry A. Rowlang, professor of
physics at the Johns lppkins univer-
sity, has made a discovefry of great im-
portance to the scientific world. It is
in the nature of an explanation of the
cause of the magnetism |of the earth.

It was nearly a yeay ago that Dr.
Rowland commenced hil experimenta.
He was attracted to the subject, he
says, by the lack of explfination or the-
ory for the earth’s magnetism. The
experiments have been| continued by
Dr. Rowland and his 3ssistants, and
their efforts have recehtly Leen pro-
ductive of satisfactory |results, which
will econ be reported|fully for the
benefit of science.

The apparatus used Yy Dr. Rowland
is a simple metal whee] revolved upon
a shaft by means of anlelectric motor.
The wheel is wourd with several miles
of fine wire, and in thit magnetism is
developed when the whjel is revolved.
About the wheel is a cgsing or sheath
of brass at a distance «
inch from its elrcumfegence, but leav-
ing an alr or ether $pace between
which may be said to rejiresent the lay-
er of atmosphere about| the earth.

With this simple appqratus Dr. Row.
land Is now working to show that the
faster the revolution of the wheel the
more magnetism will | be developed.
He has shown already {hat magretism
is produced {g this revofving body, and
although upou such dn infinitesimal
scale in the laboratory experiments,
Dr. Rowland says he is|convinced that
the principle holds goojl for the earth
and other heavenly budies, as they re-
volve through space. |Of course, the
fmmense weight and preat speed of
these bodies add to the imount of mag-

- netism which they pradjuce.

It will take an aimodt endless series
of delicate experimentk to bring out
the various phases of thy- relation of the
magnetism to the spoefl of the moving
body. For instanee, t}l.e wheel is re-
volved at a certain spee{ with the outer
sheath, and agaln withput the sheath,
to show if any differen)e exists. Then
these experiments musgt be made at
another speed and so o,

Dr. Rowland, however, $5 so highly
pleased with the resuifso far attaiced
that he will contiruyg the work for
some time to come.

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FRUITS IN PUERTO RICO.
Epecinl Agent of Agricultural De-

PARrtment After Inventigantion Re-
\ ports Them of Poor Quality.

Dr. O. F. Cook, special agent of the
agricultural department, has re-
turned from Puerto Rico, where he
went to ascertain what species and va-
rieties of plants are found there, in
order that the department might be
able to enter upon the work of se-
curing others likely to be of use in
improving and extending the agri-
cultural industries. He finds that cot-
fee, sugnr and tobacco are the princi-
pal productions, and that fruits and
vegetables sold in the markets of
Puerto Rico are inferior in quality
and unsuitable for export. The ba-
nana, for instance, has scarcely been
considered as a source of income or
an article of export. It has been
planted principally for shade in coffee
Plantations, and as one variety was as
gcod as another for this purpose,
most of the bananas are unsalable.
As the conditions for commercial ba-
nana growing are favorable, it may
be expected that attempts in this di-
rection will soon be made. It is nec-
essary, however,that at least 57 acres
be put under thorough cultivation, for
the product of less lund can hardly be
marketed to advantage,

There is roomn for great improve-
ment in the production of coffce, and
i modern methods were emploved
this industry would be much more
profitable than it is at present. . Or-
anges, limes and other citros fruits,
European grapes and other semi-
tropieal fruits and vegetables can be
produced in the drier parts of the is-
land, while from the moister parts
vanilla, cocoa, mangoes and other
strictly tropical plants can be ex-
ported. There are no localities suffi-
ciently hot and humid for the rub-
ber-producing plants of the Amazon
valley, but the African rubber vines,
if planted on the rocky pinnacles of
the foothills, will thrive, and the
wealth of the island can be greatly
increased by their cultivatior.

Dr. Mechnikoff, when inter-
viewed, said: *“That English article
qiakes me a charlatan, which I am
not. Ii is true we are conducting
some experiments at the Pasteur in-
stitute with a lymph which shows
wonderful  rejuvenating  praperties
when tried on animals.

“Of course, our ultimate purpose is
to retard the atropby of those cells
in the human body whose carly de-
creptitude causes old age and death,
Put discovery and then certitude i
this line must necessarily be slow
work, and it is preposterous at this

covered the secret of prolonging hu-
man life. We feel so far from cer-
tainty yet that we do not dare to ex-
veriment on human beings,

“But I have no hesitation in sayving
that we seem to be on the right
track.”

Dr. Mechnikoft added that his next
great scientific discovery may be a
serumn which will feed the human cells
so accurately that the average life and
period of strength will be doubled or
trebled.

He added: “TWe do pot say we have
found such a serum. We, like other
scientists all over the world, bhave
long recognized the truth of the
Brown-Sequard theory. OId age is ab-
normal, and the possibility of pro-
lorging life is an interesting prob-
lem. We, like some German and
American colleagues, are doiug what
we can to soive it.”

Two physicians, members of the
Academy of Medicine, read papers be-
fore that body on their discovery of a
serum against  alcoholism. Inter-
viewed, they said, like Dr. Mechiniko!™,
that it was premature to speak
throupl the newspapers, though sue-
cesaful experiments had been made oa
205 drunkands.
