Amveryfenfible of the greatcivility , wherewith you were

I pleafed to entertain Mafter Scougall and we,when we waited

on you laft Summer s and fhall be ready on-all occafions to give

you that account you then defired of things philofophical that
may occur here, to promote that neble defign you have in hand.

I remember, we had then occafion to fpeak of a Man in this

Country very remarkable for fomewhat peculiar in bis temper,
