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V. 4 Relation of the fame Appearance, feen at
Cruwys Morchard in Devonthire. Being part
of a Letter to Sam. Cruwys, Efg; R.S. S. and
by bim Communicated to the Royal Society.

/ O U have doubtlels been {urprized again afrefh by

the wonderful Lights which have been feen feve-

ral rimes of late like thofe defcribed in the Philofophical
Tranfactions 5 {een on March 6. 1716

Monday the 26 of Ocfober, between 7 and 8 in the
Evening, 1 {faw fome {mall appearance of it, viz. 3 or
large Corafcations in form of Pyramids, of reddifh Cos.
lour inclining to Yellow, which rofe about 50 degrecs
above the Horizon, and continued but few Minutes. Bue
the North part of the Hemifphere was very brizht and
red all the Evening both b:ifore and after, till Ten, if
not longer.

Tuefday, Novemb. 10. Thefe Lights were {cen again a-
bout 4 in the Morning, of which fome fay (to ufe theit
own Expreffions) that the Element opened tometime
at one place, then at other ; from whence came great
{bining Lights that continued a while. and then went a-
way by degrees, and the Holes clofed up again.  This
continued till Day break.

The Evening following coming from Tyverton ab ut
half an hour after Eight, I faw the North part of the
Horizon very light and reddith (notwithftanding the
Moon being about 10 Days old, was then in or paft
the Meridian, and fhone very bright) in a fhort time
the ftreaming luminous Rays began to appear very
plain, fomc in one fhape, fome ansther; many of them
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like Cones or Pyramids, but moft of them badly ter-
minated ; fome of which mounted very high, almoft to
the Zenith, to which place, or ncar, they all or moft,
feemed to point. Shortly after there appeared a long
Streak of about 30 Degrees, parallel to the Horizon and
2bout 14 or 20 diftant from it, and about 2 or 3 broad,
but badly terminated and of a fiery red Colour: which fent
out {fome of the fame {treaming Beams towards the Ze-
nith. About 6 or 7 Minutes after there appeared ({fome-
what fudden) a Circular Figure like an Iris, but twice as
broad, ef a pale Colour. The Faft part was termina-
ted by the Horizon at full Eaft, if not fomething to the
South, and the Weft End about North Weft; the up-
per part of its Arch being 50 or 60 Degrees high,
great numbers of luminous Rays darted from it up-
ward and downwards, (or elfe paffing crofs it from the
Horizon) at oblique Angles pointing to the Zenith, ef-
pecially from the North Eaft part. This continued, as
near as I can guefs (by the diftance I rode) about 8
or 9 Minutes, when it divided and difappeared. After
an Interval of 3 or 4 Minutes, another Iris-like Figure
appeared, (of a Colour (as it feemed) paler than any of
the ftreaming Lights had been) whofe Diameter was lefs
than that of the former, and fhewed more than its Sce
micircle above the Horizon, the upper part of its Arch
approaching near the Zenith. I could not obferve any
Rays to pafs from, (or a-crofs) this as from the other:
The Centre of this laft was much more to the Weft than
that of the firft.  After the continuance of a Minute or
two, it began to break in the upper part of its Arch and
ihining Particles being fent out from both its broken
Ends towards the Zenith, (to which they were necar be-
fore) or rather a little beyond it to the South or South
Weft, they there formed a fort of Corons, curving and
bending fomewhat like Flames reverberated on the Arch
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of an Oven: tho’ this exprefleth it but badly, yet I
know not how to defcribe it better. It feemed to me
and others to be finely tinged with various Colours,
Red-Yellow and Blucifh, ¢ and fent out every way
from it (except South and South-weft) long flame-co-
loured Rays. After this had continued about two Mi-
nutes, it3 fhining Light abated, and it lefc behind it
for fome Minutes, fomething like a whitifh Cloud (like
in Colour to what the Light on the 19th of March lalk
left behind it, after the fiery Particles were extinguithed,
but thinner).

N.B. All this while the Moon fhone very brighr,
from which this Coronsa was not very far diftane, per-
haps not twenty Degrees, to the North Eaft.  After this
there continued to be fent up many fiery Coloured or
Yellowith ftreaming Lights, fometimes more, fome-
times lefs, now here, now there, all along the North
part of the Hemifphere, butr moftly from the North
North Faft  All this while fomething like {mall whitifh
Clouds (which to me fcemed to move towards the Ze-
nith, or to point a little more Southward, but difap-
peard as they approached the Moon) were carried ve-
ry {wiftly, and ar very fhort tatervals, moftly coming
from the Eaft and North Eaft, buc maay alfo from
North and North Wet. We took but little notice of
this at firlt, fuppofing it had been nothing but the re-
fle¢tion of the other Lighrs. or the fhadows of the
Clouds (whereof the Norih parcs were pretey full)
as the ftreams of Light paft behind them : Bur at laft
we obferved that when the Lights at any time abated,
thefe kind ot Clouds continued to fiy as {wift and
frequent as ever. This 1 faw till Tweive or One next
Morning : many otiers {aw it next Moraing til al-
moft break oi Day, when it appeared much more red
and ficry than it was in the Evening ; the Moon perhaps
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being then fet. Some People obferved tall Cones to
arifc in the Eaft, and to be carryed to the Weft prerty
{wiftly in an ere@ Pofition, but { faw hem not It has
been reprefented here in all forts of Appearances, Ar-
mics, Battles. ¢c. and has put abundance of +eople
in difmal Frights: But I had not an Imagination ftrong
encugh for it, &e.

VI 4 fuarther relation of the fame Appearance as
Jeen at Dublin,  communicated to the Publifber
by an unkpown Hand,

of reading the enfuing Account of the furprizing

Lights which on Zu./dsy the tenth of Novemier
we {aw in the Northern Semicircle of our Horizos,
~ The Afternoon was very Calm and Serenc; abour
fix in the Evening the Sky was tingd with a firange
kind of Light, and fome Streams began to projet from
the North and Norch Eaft.  One of them arofe about
N by E. and was nearly a Subtenfc of an Arc between
thar and 8. W, by Weft ; it was alictle curvated toward
rhe Sun, and what I faw of it (for the North part of
the Horizon was conceal’d by Houfes) very much re-
fembled the tail of a Comer: About the fame time
toere was one or two which arofe in the Eaft, afcend-
ing obliquely fo as to Icave the Zenith {everal Degrees
to the Northward,

"Thelc Strie continu’d to appear and difappear alternate-
ly til! coward Eight in the Evening ; they were Pyramidal,
and their Pertices frequently projected feveral Degrees
to the South of vur Zewith.
