THE NEW TEHUANTEPEC GRANT,

The Mexican papers (untain slaburate arti-
cles in relation tu the charter granted to the
1.suisiana Tehuantepec Company by the gov-
ergment. The subject seems to occupy the
ntiention of the preas almoat to the exclusion
of other topics. A majority of the papers
tuke an enlightened and liberal view of the
adtion of President Coxoxrosr. and righty
argne that how numerous and important
soever way be the advantages conceded to
the company, they are not more than com-
mensurate with the magoitude of an enter-
prise in which the civilized world 18 deepl
interested, and which will confer large and
lasting beuefits on the commeroe of both
Mexico and the United States. We subjoin
as u specimen of the tone of the press some
passages from an article in the Mazican Ex-
traordinary relative to the new grant:

Upon a full and calm review of the whole
subject we cannot but approve the aotion of
the rupreme government, which seems to
bave taken the only course by which this
eternaily vexed question could be toalty dis
posed of.  The concession to Mr. 8loo hus
tieen annulied, 118 true, by an exercise of
®xupreme power, without the intervention of
courta Jjustice; yet who can find fault
with this wheun the facta are fairly con-
sidered.
