Die
anordnung und einteilung der vier abschnitte mag sich selbst
rechtfertigen. Ich wollte in diesem band alles vereinigen,
was der forscher beisammen haben muB, wenn er iber Weck-
herlin eingehendere studien machen will. Ich hoffe, es sei
mir vollstindigkeit gelungen, soweit sie bis jetzt sich erreichen
laBt.

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Was man frither tiber den hier zum ersten mal neu ge-
druckten ,Panegyricke wufite, habe ich im zweiten bande
dieser ausgabe, S. 483, mitgeteilt. Fiir wen der buchhiindler
Thorpe 1845 das unicum erstanden hat, sollte noch mehrere
jahre verborgen bleiben. Erst zehn jahre spiter erhielt ich von
zwei seiten gleichzeitig nachricht, von Dr. Wilhelm Kurrelmeyer
in Baltimore, dem der Litterarische Verein die schdne bibel-
ausgabe verdankt, und von herrm W. B. Rye jun., dem sohn
des verdienten verfafiers von ,England as seen by foreigners®.
Herr R. E. Graves, frither am Britischen Museum, hat den
druck in der bibliothek der Mrs. Christie-Miller zu Britwell
Court, Buckinghamshire, entdeckt; er hat die grobie giite ge-
habt, mir eine abschrift des gedichts zukommen zu lagen, und
auf grund dieser ist oben der text abgedruckt, seitengleich dem
original und in dessen orthographie.

Der held des panegyricus, dessen sehr allgemeine haltung
sonst keinen commentar notig macht, ist kein unbekannter.
Es ist der Schotte! James Hay, 1606 baronisiert, 1615 Lord
Hay of Sawley, seit 5. juli 1618 Viscount Doncaster, unter
welchem namen er in der geschichte lebt, spiter erster Earl of
Carlisle. Es ist auch nicht schwer zu sagen, wie Weckherlin
dazu kam, ihn zu besingen. Dab er ihn bei seinem ersten
englischen aufenthalt, tiber den leider heute eben so wenig zu
sagen ist wie vor zwolf jahren, kennen gelernt hitte, ist micht
zu erweisen, vielleicht auch nicht wahrscheinlich. Doncaster
wurde im februar 1619 von Jakob I zu einer diplomatischen
mission nach Deutschland ausersehen. Er trat die reise am

documents illustrating the relations between England and Ger-
many at the commencement of the thirty years’ war (2 bénde
1865) tiber seine stationen unterrichtet. Ueber Calais und
Briissel kam er im juni nach Heidelberg, von wo er zuletzt
am 19./29. juni nach England berichtet. Einen weiteren Brief
hat er in Ulm am 24. juni/4. juli geschrieben; der ist aber
leider verloren. Er gieng von Ulm vor dem 2./12. juli nach
Miinchen, von dort nach Salzburg, dann nach Ntirnberg, Ans-
bach, Wirzburg, Heidelberg, Hanau, Kéln, Aachen, Spaa.
Maestricht, Frankfurt. In Frankfurt ist er am 29. sept./7. okt.,
dann in Wien, Graz, am 7./17. nov. in Dogna siidlich von
Pontebba, dann in Heidelberg. wo er am 20./30. nov. an-
kommt, im dezember im Haag und im januar wieder in Eng-
land.

Vermutlich hat der brief aus
Ulm dartiber berichtet; denn der weg von Heidelberg nach Ulm
fihrte fast notwendig tber Stuttgart. Somit wire 1. zwischen
dem 19./29. juni und 24. juni/4. juli dort gewesen. In dieser
zeit wird Weckherlin ihn angesungen haben ; sein drucker Ro&-
lin, der im selben jahr den zweiten band der Oden und Gesiinge
druckte, kann die paar seiten rasch gedruckt haben'. Jener
zeitpunkt ist wahrscheinlicher als der auf der reise von Frank-
furt nach Wien im herbst oder auf der riickreise von dort.

Wohl hat Weckherlin schon
1618 im ersten buch der Oden die tibersetzung eines gedichts
von ihm. nr. < 52>, gegeben. Aber Wotton war wie Doncaster
1619 in sachen Jacobs und der union in Deutschland. Im
mai war er in Minchen, im juni in Heilbronn beim unionstag !;
in seiner instruction vom mirz ist unter den unionsange-
horigen, an die er beglaubigungsbriefe bekam, Wirttemberg
aufgefithrt?. Damals also wird er durch Stuttgart gekommen
sein, und damals, nicht, wie Hopfner meinte, vor 1614, wird
Weckherlin das zu diesem anlaB ganz passende gedicht <85>
an ihn gerichtet haben.

Nach einftthrung der reformation
in Ulm wurde daraus eine familienstiftung, deren zinsen bis
1651 je dem senior der familie verabreicht wurden. Auch der
dichter W., wird berichtet. habe den geldzins und die frucht-
gilten genossen, deren genuB aber 1645 ,seiner damahls noch

Bannier doth yet proceed victoriously in Bohemia, having
taken many townes and sent some of his forces to hinder
Hatzfelt to joyne with Gallas, himself lyeth in the Parke,
and Gallas upon the Whitehill, neare Prague. Hatzfelt has
beene forced to retire out of the Upper Palatinate and is gone
towards Ratisbonne.

Duke Bernhard, after a short siege hath taken Than,
both Castle and towne; and his Lieutenant (a Count of Nas-
sau) hath also surprised St. Claude. So that that Duke is
now ready to undertake some greater and further progress
in Germany. He hath absolutely refused the neutrality to
the Duke of Bavaria, sought at his hands by the Mediation
of the French, whome he ansvered, Bavaria was the author
and prime cause of the troubles and miserie of Germanie,
And therefore he did professe to bee his Ennemy, as he knew
him also to have always beene to himself and all his Allies
(Bravo, Bernhard! der Teufel hole alle Pfaffenknechte!) Prince
Thomaso and the Spaniards under Leganes are still victori-
ous in Piemont, where almost all places are taken, most by
the treason of the Governours, more affected to Prince Tho-
maso and the Spaniards, than to the French; and Trin!) it-

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the French garrison (600 strong) to the sword. The French
send great forces thether, but Longueville is very unwilling
to goe with them and therefore thought in disgrace.

The french army under Mons de la Mailleray besiege
and batter with .32. peeces Hesdin. Mons. de Fequieres with
other forces is marching in Luxemburg towards Liege, to
meet (as is thought) and oppose Piccolomini, who that way
is said to goe against France.

Chastillion (being lately recovered of a feaver) marcheth
with other forces towards Guise. The prince of Condé is
drawing his army together in Guyenne: The archbishop of
Bordeaux is gone from the Isle of Re with a fleet of .40.
ships and above 6. m. landsoldiours. The Scotland fleet of
.36. men is also abroad. And the Prince of Orange hath
reimbarqued his army (neare fore Sconce) out of smaller
into bigger vessells, which makes men suppose, Dunkirke
might be aymed at. The French king is at Abbeville. And
we for our part are here encamped .3. miles neare Barwick,
his Majesty lying in person here. Yesterday the Covenan-
ters are come and now encamped and entrenched within .5.
miles of us, upon a high ground, where they have already
two batteries. Some say, they have beene (as it were) invi-
ted by our continual inroades thus to approach to keepe
their corne and people. For on the 31. of May his Excellency
(Our Lord General) by reason of some secret intelligence re-
vealed to nome, but kept most secret to himself and perhaps
his Majesty went in Person with most of our Cavalrie (about
.1200. horse) accompanied by the Earle of Holland, E. of
Newcastle and other lords, as farre as Dunes .8. miles from
us: and there finding no enemy at all, his Excellency caused
his Majesty’s proclamation to bee red [sic!]; &c. and after-
wards returned, (most weary) home againe.

On the 2. of June word was brought at night, the Co-
venanters intended to entrench themselves at Kelsey (6. great
Scottish miles from the E. of Hollands quarter). His Excel-
lency gave order that night to the Earl of Holland to march
with 1000 horse and 3 m. foote, thether to hinder the Scotts.
But the Scotts had beene and entrenched themselves ever
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since Thursday past. Therefore when after a troublesome
march (the weather being exceedingly hot) our horse came
in sight of the Scots, these came forth and put themselves
in order, when powerfully [?] the Earle of Holland drew
his sword (as other Commanders did) with intention and order
to charge. But the nearer they went the more the Scottsh [!]
troopes encreased, so that seeing them far stronger than our
forces (yet the foote overwearied could not come, but was
behinde beyond the river neare them) he sent a trompeter
to tell them, his Lordship wondred they came with forces
within tenne miles of Our borders, contrary his Majesty's
proclamation & their own promises made unto him (for a few
days before, Mylord of Holland had spoken with some and re-
ceived promise they would keepe his Majesty’s proclamation.
Upon like promise of no inroads. But of all assured medi-
ation they should bee now at last heard and contended and
a reasonable accommodation be made). Answere was retur-
ned, the had more reason to wonder at his coming, and
the dayly inroades made by the English in armed troo-
pes &c. and therefore they being resolved to defend them-
selves, wished his Lordship to make a quiet retreate, for
otherwise they must teach it him &c. And so it was found
to bee most expedient, and Our forces came all safe back
again that night (of the 3. of June and the next morning)
most weary. But the Scotts never offering to pursue or trouble
them, though they might easily have cutt of at least our
foot. Thus farre I have made bolde to trouble your Lord-
ship. Not knowing what will follow every day beeing likely
to bring forth new matters. Which I beseech, God may
prove to the safety of his Majesty's person and this State.

Present from the City of London to the King of 10,000 pounds
refused by him. The most gracious inclination of Her Majesty
towards the Archbishop is so increased that a most frequent
correspondence and conference hath been observed betwixt
them, and is not secretly spoken of. When the first news of
the blessed peace was brought hither they both were seen
equally affected at it. Lord Torquaire is his Majesty’s Com-
missioner for the Assembly. Some will assure me that the
Lord Marquis (Hamilton) is to go Commissioner for the Par-
liament. The Earl of Holland, the Lord Goring, and particu-
larly the Lord Chamberlain, hesides many knights and gent-
lemen entreat your speedy return. As to the order for sending
Sir Edward Loftus over to Ireland, Mr. Raylton fears there
is not plain dealing in the matter. Many of your friends
and the most honestest [sic] men here assure that ill offices
were done against your Honour. The Earl of Berkshire putteth
me in hope that these blemishes are vanished. His Majesty’s
stuff is not yet returned; he dines and sups with the Queen.
Your Honour’s stuff is not heard of; bhut there are two ships
from Berwick at Gravesend which perhaps bring your men
and stuff. I have spoken with the Earl of Northumberland;
he did not mention your chamber; I hope his lordship may
be provided elsewhere. His Majesty goes to Oatlands. I
intend according to the Earl of Holland’s will to follow his
Majesty, and will for so small a journey use your bay horse.



We did daily bait your horses so well on our way that they
were fresher at their journey’s end here than when they came
out of Melbourne. Foreign news. Cardinal de Richelieu
troubled by his wonted hemorrhoids. De Chastillon besieges
Montmedy. Meilleray hath taken four forts near Gravelines
and St. Omer. Gallas is sent for to Vienna and Hatzfeld to

The declaration made by the Covenanters about which
there was dispute at Berwick being at the representation
of His Majesty declared false by those of the Lords of the
Council here that were in the camp and assisted the treaty
of pacification, the paper hath been condemned to be by the
Hangman publicly burnt. His Majesty spent Sunday about
Sir ————— Thynne's testament: nothing was concluded
contrary to the testament. His Majesty has declared his dis-
pensation to the Lords to meet but on Sundays until Micha-
elmas. Your Honour’s presence is much desired by the Earl
of Holland, whom I see daily as also His Majesty. The cause
of His Majesty staying was a long bred discontent in the
Earl of Newcastle’s breast which seemed would fain be broken
out into a quarrel and duel with the Earl of Holland. The
Earl of Newcastle came himself to my Lord of Holland’s
chamber and so received and gave all satisfaction. His Ma-
jesty did renew and confirm their accommodation. The Earl
of Holland had for seconds Sir Edmond Verney and Mr. Moun-
tagu. The Elector Palatine is here at leisure to wait on the
Queen the Queen Mother and the Duchess of Chevreuse. He
had twenty dishes a meal (being served in pewter) which have
now been reducted to twelve. The Lord Feilding is indeed
married with Dr. Lamb’s daughter. Your servants Mr. Milling-
ton and Nathanael with the stuff arrived on Monday, the
goods are laid up in a corner at Whitehall till we can get
the Earl of Ancram’s chamber, which I hope you will like
better than the other. While his Majesty lieth here he ob-
serveth his former fashion in bunting diebus alternis.

And though we did no great business for I
wrote but two or three French letters of recommendation from
and for His Majesty to the Prince of Orange yet I understood
that His Majesty will still be waited on were it but for the
foreign news and for pens and paper whereof he twice did
make some use to write as I suppose to the Queen of Bohemia,
both the Duke Radzivil and the young Marquis de la Vieuville
being gone to Holland. Mr. Millington doth utterly oppose
and reject to accept of the Earl of Ancram’s lodging preten-
ding it is too little for your use and especially for your table
and diet: yet can I not see how to mend it, and do conceive
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hat it is far better and more convenient for your going to
His Majesty than that of Sir Thomas Edmonds. Tomorrow
his Majesty shall go early from hence, his dinner being ap-
pointed at eight in the morning at Egham, and so thence
to Bagshot. I will follow and wait close, God willing, though
I find myself sometimes much wearied. I shall now from
Bagshot have occasion to see my wife and family sometimes,
they being but three small miles from thence at Easthampstead.
In my last I told your Honour of the Lord Deputy’s coming
over to be Lord Treasurer here. The Elector Palatine hath
sent into Scotland such a man as will not be welcome, nor
willingly heard, being Colonel Henderson. The French Am-
bassador (protesting that he heartily wisheth that House's
restitution) tells me he perceiveth the Prince to do as if he
would not have his affairs well done. He, my Lord Keeper,
Mr. Attorney, my Lord Cottington, and particularly the Earl
of Holland, and Lord Goring remember their love and service
to your Honour. I am in good hope shortly to fit my Lady
Coke with some good German servant for her son. The
Pope’s Legate hath this day had audience of the Queen.

On Friday last, when Sec. Coke resigned his place, your
letters of the 14th January were delivered with the long pro-
position in cipher to his Majesty, who then commanded me
to decipher the same¢ und return it into his hands, which
when I had done I made bold to say somewhat of the great
consequence of that worthy business, and when you were to
have an answer back, but I see that there has been as yet
no meeting about it. I do not neglect to solicit for you an
answer, so that you may not be left long in expectance.
On Sunday last Sir Henry Vane was sworn Principal Secre-
tary of State in place of Sir John Coke, who intends to re-
tire into the Country. I have received commandement to
continue in my employment under Sec. Vane, which, though
it be a great grace, yet affords no benefit nor comfort at all
to me for my great toil and labours in all foreign affairs.
The cipher to be used between you and the Secretary of
State is now in Sir Henry Vane’s hand, because all the affairs
of Germany, the Baltic, France, Holland, and Turkey are to
be wholly left to his despatches; while those of Spain, Italy,
Flanders, and also (which is a matter most profitable) of
Ireland are for Windebank’s particular care. Home business
are common to both, so that the one who shall prove most
active, able, or fortunate shall thrive accordingly. I presume
you know already that Sir John Finch is Lord Keeper, and
Sir Edward Littleton his successor in the Common Pleas.
Finch, by this advancement, vacates his place of Chancellor
to her Majesty’s Council, and Sir John Lambe is brought in
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to fill it, whereby arises a dispute concerning precedence,
which formerly was willingly conceded to the Earl of Holland,
as her Majesty’s High Steward, but is now challenged by this
Chancellor. As for the difference betwixt the King of Den-
mark and the States I cannot see, as matters now go here,
how the accomodation might be advanced, unless you renew
the point with this new secretary. The States’ ambassadors
here are also much perplexed to be so long detained with-
out any answer. I must put the Earl of Holland in mind
of that difference again, whose heart and wishes I conceive
to run the same way with yours, which perhaps many others
do not.

Having last weeke taken the boldness to write a few
lines to your Lordship and beeing past upon some other bu-
sinesse before I could seale my letter, I did pray my fellows
to seale it when they did seale other letters ready to go
that way. But [- -] I [-] they forgot it; And so I must
owne your Lordships pardon for my trusting on [——] pro-
mise never to trust them more for any paine (how little
soc[ .. .. ——] present proffit. Our last letters from
France (for those of [—--] yet arrived) brought us newes
of General Lamboys attempt to cast [some] officers and
men into Arras, whereof he sayled loosing all his foote (con-
sisting but in 1500 men) and some Cavalrie, which never-
thelesse beeing pursued by some few French gentlemen (who
dune boutade frangoise did not content themselves with their
victorie) untill to a wood, did then rally themselves and having
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slaine. One tooke three of those brave french Cavaliers pri-
sonners. For all that we understand that the Infant Cardinal
is preparing to make another and more earnest attempt, to
rescue and save that place from the French. Concerning the
Armies in Germanie, they at last (forced by want of fourrage)
are parted. Some write, Bannier goes to Leipsig and Piccol-
huomini into Franconia; whereof the letters, we dayly expect,
will tell us more certainly; As also of what the Prince of
Orange is doing; whome some say to have embarqued him-
self againe and thereby persuaded the Spaiiiards to draw from
those parts towards Arras, And that suddenly the Prince
landed againe and is now before Hulst. Yet all this is uncer-
taine: [there is] Newes told by Sir Thomas Roe that the
king of Denmarke [on purpose to annoy] and persecute the
Hollanders, have given an Island to the Dan[ to] re-
maine at their pleasure and thence to surprise and invade
the [Hollanders]. Sir Will. Boswell is stayed at Gravesend
these six or more days by the contrary windes. General
Lieutenant King is going to Germany in one of his Majesty’s
ships. And here, wearie of himself, remaineth

I am exceeding sorrie that I am not able to give your
Lordship (as yet) content in the desired books; Because ever
since I received your favorable letter, I have not beenc here
till last night. But I have taken order with a friend of mine
to buy what your Lordship desires, and what besides I shall
understand to come forth, which, as soone as occasion shall
be offered I will not faile to send to your Lordship. We
have this whole weeke heene much troubled here with a dis-
signe of establishing of copper mofiie, and also of raising of
the price of silver and golde: And yet there is nothing con-
cluded, as I can learne, But some alteration is dayly expec-
ted. Mons. Augier (lately Agent in France) having been
revoqued, is now here againe. And so is also returned Mr.
Gordon, law Agent at Danzig. Last night arrived here from
the Elector Palatine his Grand Escuyer, Sir William Ballan-
din, who this morning went with Sir Richard Cave hence to
Otlands. The newes that come by him to me, are that the
Flector is quite left free and to choose Whether to goe and
how to employ himself. And that the Beseegers of Arras
have provision of Biscuit in sufficiency, But no wine or beere,
and but little flesh, so that a pound of beef is sold for eight
sols, and of mutton for tenne. The grand Convoy for the
french camp was marching tambour battant, escorte de 30 m.
combattans, So that it was thought the Spaniards would not
give a battle, but only endeavour to take some advantage and
cutt off from it what they should bee able. In Turin (since
Leganes attempt of relieving that Towne, did miscarrie,
where were slaine betwixt 3 m. and 4 m. on the Spanish side)
all necessaries, especially victuals, were very scant, so that
the beganne to eate their horses; and therefore Prince Tho-
=as and the Marquis de la Gutta attempted to escape and to
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breake through the French Campe with 400 horse, But were
beaten and repulsed and forced againe into Turin, which (if
the French say true) is an abois.

If the Hollanders under the Prince of Orange have had
ill successe, Their fortune hath beene, the better on the Sea,
Where (besides that their Vice Admiral de Wit did beat
the Damkirkers and so revenge in the westerne Seas the
affront they received before in the Northorn) did arrive wit-
hin 24 houres safely in the Texel. 22. very rich ships from
divers parts; Whereof 8. came from East India, 8 from Fer-
nambuk, and the rest from other farre Countries. Of these later

Ueber Ws leben hatte man seit Conz nichts neues mehr
erfahren. 1868 wurde in der Zeitschrift fur deutsche philo-
logie (1, 850 f.) der oben abgedruckte brief vom 12. juni 1630
verdffentlicht.

Die geschichte der bis dahin am meisten stiefmitterlich
behandelten periode unserer deutschen litteratur unternahm
Carl Lemcke zu schildern in seiner lebendig geschriebenen,
anschauungsreichen , Geschichte der deutschen Dichtung neuerer
Zeit“, von der nur der erste band ,von Opitz bis Klopstock*
1871 erschienen ist. Die darstellung, die dort von W. ge-
geben wird, geht auf die quellen zuriick und ist bis jetzt wohl
die beste und lebendigste charakteristik des dichters.

Wer bis dahin sich von W. ein genaueres bild machen
wollte, war auf die originaldrucke angewiesen. Bedeutend
