'STOCK QLARANTI\’ o

VIOLATIONS OF A 1N ORLA-
HOMA ARE FEWER.

Great improvement in Territory in
Enforcement of the Law—
‘Move Against Fever

' Tick.

Guthrie, Okla--Thut the live stock
quarantine laws of Oklahoma and the
federa! government are being respect-
od im this territory is shown by the
tact that there wore fewer violations
during the last year than at any time
sinoe the establishment of a live atock
oommission here, elght years ago. Im
13 cases the defendants paid fines
amounting to $2,000, and several cases
are still pending. While in Coman-
che country some trouble has recently
been experienced, the firm attitude
taken by the territorial authortties has
convinced the cattiemen there that
the law must be obeyed. These lacta
are shown in the annual report. just
completed by Thomas Morris, secre-
tary of the Oklahoma iive stock sani-
tary commlission.

He reports great ifmprovement 1o
the territory both in the stamping out
of infection and in the sentiment of
the peopie generally and their willlog-
ness to assist in the enforcement of
the law. Speaking of the reluctance
of- the people tn some localities to fur-
nish ipformation regarding violations
of quarantine laws, Mr Morris in his
report eays:

“It a man steais 8 $15 pony, the
whole community will follow him to
Arkansas and then want to hang him
{t he i3 caught. But a man will
drive a hunch of ticky cattle across a
querantine line, spread the fever
through a whole township and de-
ptroy severa! thousand dollars’ worth
of cattle, yet no onoe wiltl give informa-
tion {0 an inspector or other ovtlicer
of the Jaw because they do not want
to interfere with anybody’'s business
or incur the ill will of a neighbor.”

Mr. Morris suggests that as a rem-
edy for this condition of affairs a plan
should be atarted for educating ‘he
cattle owners, both as to the pature
of the fever tick and the absolute
mecessity tor its prevention” where
possible. He suggests that the mat-
ter be taken up at farmers’ institutes,
and also by the Furmers’ Cooperative
union, which i8 very strong in maay

. seotiona of this territory.

Plans are being made by the c¢om-
misslon tor an organiaed effort this
year in ocooperation with the federal
suthorities to stamp out the tever
tiek in Oklahoma. The plan will in-
clude a farm-to-farm canvass by town-
ahips in the infected area. One in-
speotor with a good horme can can-
vas8 a township in a week or ten
days. In this way it will be possible
to quarantine all infecied herds.

Becretary Morris states thar great
benefit has been derived from the ac-
tton of the last legislature in provid-
tog for the employment of saveral ter-
ritorial inspectors. He deprecates the
fact, however, that the $10.000 appro-
priation only enables them to work
about nine months ln the. year. when
they oould be busy the year around.
An appropriation of $12.000 woutd
have bheen sufficient to provide fur this,
he says.

The examination of cattle in Roger
Miils and Washita counties was the
first work taken up last year. ASs a
result of the work of the previous year
it was found that the board eould
safsly recommend the removal of re-
ptrictions which required the Maspec-
tion of cattle from that district. 'Che
dbureau of animal industry accepted
the recommendation and issued regi-
lations permitting the free movement

of cattie from those counties. After
a range irspection of Caddo county
north of the Rock Istand raiiroad

and Kiowa county north of the line
betwesn - townshipa four and five |t
was recommended that this. territory
be placed in the restricted district,
which was also
durea.

'Washlngton.-“lt 18 a8 opecessary
for milliouaires as for the poor to live
on brown bread and other inexpeusive
and nutritious food,” said Prof. Har-
vey W. Wiley, the government chem-
ist and food expert., when requested
to discuss this subject in connectiop
with the fact that J. Pterpont Mor
gan. Lord Milner and Alfred Beit
dined on brown bread, fiah und vege
tables in L.ondon.

“it is not pecessary from a finan-
cial standpoint, but because such sim-
ple fare is good for the mam and will
make him healthy. All thess foods
are putritious and furnish the body
with the fuel necessary to prolong
life and promote health.

“Beef, graham bread and potatoes
furpish a diet good for the milllon-
aire and the pauper. This is a com-
paratively cheap and well-balanced
ration, containing all the clements of
nutrition necesaary to gustain life.

“This diet does not recommend itself

"because of Its cheapness, but because

it is wholesome. [t is especially good
for persons who, by reason of having
eatan too great a variety of foods and
drunk too much wine, have worn out
their dlgestive apparatus. i

"It {8 necessary for such persons
to return to a simple diet and it doews
not matter whether the person is J.
P. Morgan or a beggar. the food |
have recommended witl put him in
good phyaical condition. [t is the
simple food that was intended by na-
ture that man should eat.

“Of coursa, fish could be substituted
for beef, ap has been done in Mr. Mor-
gan's casa, but in my judgment beef
fs better.
