This
has the advantage over self-in-
siruction that the ear is more
theroughly drilled in calching
the foreign sounds by hearing
olher people’s voices, and, as
several heads know more than
one, each student will be able in
his turn to correct mistakes
made by his fellow-students,

() Nearly all the lessons are
in shape of conversation, in or-
der to continually drill the
student's ear and tongue.

(¢) The mosL useful is always
taught first, so that the student's
mind is not encumbered with
rules and word forms that he
canno! immediately use and will
forgel again before reading
{them.

{d} Where rules are to be
given, they are illustrated by
siriking examples, s0 that even
those who are nol good gram-
marians can fully undersiand
them.

{(e) The pronunciation of all
ditficuit words or expressions is
earefully transcribed, so that the
studenls necd not constantly rely
on their teacher, and oanm, if
neCcessary, progress  enlirely
without him,
