The fact ig, the
Constitution was democratic as democracy in
I.ouisiana was then understood ; bu! the pro-
wressive charncier of our ideas has placed even
conservatio ahead of what in those days was
radical democracy. But whether the Consffiu-
t:on be or be not democratic is little to the pur—
pose.  Names go with ua just for what they are
worih, and not a particle more.
