The
ienominations include dollar, half dol-
lar, quarter, dime aad half dime. as
well as one silver Canadian piece of
undertermined value,

Most of the coins are of 1840 and
1850, and these nearly all new and
snworn, showing they must have lain
there for 50 years. The oldest one
was the Canadian plece, made in 1780.
A pecullar feature of the dollar, which
was made in 1797, was that the face
was blank, the rib bearing the words,
‘One dollar, 100 cents.”
