River wharves nearly all the way
from from Corlear’s Hook to the South Ferry
were overflowed. On the Nonh River side we
have already steted, great damage bas been
done to property. Many poor families, residing
in basements in that part of the city, havebeen
driven from their homes,

At the th Ferry, the tide rose threa and &
half foet above it usanl height, and from (wo
to three feet above the common epring tides.—
The firet twelve piers leading enstward from
the South Ferry, being atahigh elevation,
were unaffected; but South street throughout
this distance wes completely swamped,and op~
posite piers 3,5, 11 and12, presented unbrokea
theets of water. From Coenties Slip 0 Maid-
en Lane, 1be watchmen on duty were busily
employed in taking goods from every cellar to
which they could gel accese,

At 9 o'clock last night Franklin Saloon on-
der Franklin Market was filled to the depth of
iwenty inches. Pier 15, which is sunk below
1he lavel of Scuih sirect was completely im=
wmersed.  Cellar No. 69, containing a store of
boote and bata hassuffored badly. The water
tovk its couree up to Front street, cach cellar on
either side being entered.  From the corner of
Fulton to Peck Slip, every cellar shared the
same fate. Catharine Ferry appeared scrually
sfioat. Piers 43,45, 46 and 47 had the next
vieitation ; trom the first named, no less than
20 hogshends of augar were rolled up by the
watchmen on duty. Frum Montgomery (0
Gouverneur sireel was & perfect overflow ; and
the Jackeon ferry had to close an hour earlier
\han osual, on account of the extreme height to
which its bridge had been carried, tearing st the
same time {rom its fastenings, and partly crueh-
ing the ladios saloon. .

Throughout the whole of the First Ward,
scenes of extreme suflering were presented on
every side. The ude when it broke over ihe
whatves on the North River came so suddenly
ou the premises located in the upper part of
\West street, occupied by a large number of
poor famnilies, emigrants, eic., that they were
toreed 1o eacape, pell mell, and take refuge in
the Station Houses. Sick familien unable to
move were seen lying on their miscrable beds
with their effects floating about them.  Asst.
Captain Fallon, ol the First Ward. police, in
inaking binsel! useful in relicving the wanu of
the sufferera, ashed some ot them why they did
not leave those sinks of misery, and received in
anawer, “that they bad psid their rent inad.
vauce, and had nol the means to hire another
piace, and further that they hoped the ude
would not again invade iheir babitations.”

‘I'he Caprain says such ecenes of mieery as
he witnessed in those streets, 1t 18 impussible to
describe.
