Before that I confider'd the conjunction of the particles
of divers Stones, I imagined that thefe particles were uni.

this fuppofition will not hold in all Stones.

"HE Univerfity of Oxford intending to publith all
the Greek Mathematicians, have begun with Ewclid,
as the ftandard Writer of the Elements of Geometry and
Arithmetick. In this Edition is publithed whatever has
been believed to be Euclid's by any confiderable Mathe-
matician. But many things having been attributed to
Euelid that are not his (as in after ages it happened tomen
of fo eftablilhed fame as he has been for above 2c00
years) Dr Gregory in the Preface, after a thort fummary
of Exclid’s Life (as far as can be gathered from the Wri-
tings of the Antients, who were afhamed to fet down par-
ticulars of him, who was fo much and univerfally known)
givesnot only a defcription of every %articular Book, but
alfo his opinion whetherit be truly Ewclid’s or not, with
his Reafons.

Firlt of all are the Elements, which make two thirds of
the whole Volume. The firft thirteen Books are certain.
