by muitening the watgra of our SBoutbern coast with
the eunvaes of her b ships, and clouding the skies
with the smoke of hed war steemers. Our readers
may not be aware thatlevery vemel of tho Royal West
India Mail line of sleamers is buik expressly for war
purposes, and that the ballaat of all of thém is prinei-
cipally compoeed of Ppizkan guns of large calibre,
