"’Fredrik Logevall’”’ is a Swedish-American historian and educator at Cornell University, specializing in
U.S. foreign policy and the Vietnam Wars. He is also the director of Cornell’s Mario Einaudi Center for
International Studies.

===Biography===

Fredrik Logevall was born in Stockholm, Sweden in 1963, and lived thereafter in Vasteras. He emigrated
with his family to Vancouver, Canada as a youth and graduated with a BA in political science from Simon
Fraser University. Thereafter he earned an MA in History from the University of Oregon and a PhD in US
foreign relations history from Yale University in 1993. He then taught for eleven years at University of
California, Santa Barbara, where he co-founded (with Tsuyoshi Hasegawa) the UCSB Center for Cold War
Studies. In 2004 he moved to Cornell University as Professor of History. In 2006-07 Logevall was

Leverhulme Visiting Professor of History at University of Nottingham and Mellon Senior Research Fellow
at the University of Cambridge. In 2010 he became director of the Mario Einaudi Center for International
Studies at Cornell and the John S. Knight Professor of International Studies.
