Not, However, Until He Had Made
‘ Off with Muca Live Stock

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- August Mannheim, a farmer living
‘four miles northwest of Waukegan, Ill,, |
killed in his barnyard with a pitchfork
the other morning an animal which .
those who have seen the carcass say was |
a panther. Although at the time of the !
conflict Mannheim did not know the
species of the brute which was trying
to break down his guard of fork tines
and reach his body with his.claws and
fangs, he quickly understood that the
struggle was one to the death. He did .
‘not escape scathless, a sweeping blow .
of the beast’s paw laying open the :
man’s scalp above his left ear and the ;
sharp teeth tearing away a strip of
flesh down his right arm from the el-
bow.

For two weeks Mannheim’s pigpens, ‘
' sheepfolds and henhouses had been in-
"vaded almost nightly, and the farmer
"was rapidly being disfracted with his
losses. No wall seemed high enough
and no out building strong enough to
keep the marauder out.

The night of the second snowstorm |
the panther returned to the farmyard
for more provender. It leapéd through
a window into the sheep shed, killed a
ewe, sucked the blood and then killed
a dozen others of the flock. In the
morning Mannheim, on opening the
shed door, found the unharmed sheep
panting and huddled togetheryn a cor-
ner. Evidences of the flight of the pur- |
sued creatures around the inclosure '
were seen and the bodies of the butch-
ered, each with its throat cruelly torn,
lay on the ground.

. Mannheim rose as usual at 4:30
o'clock in the morning and went to the
barn to do some chores and to take ac- |
count of possible new losses. He fed :
ihe horses and passed on to the cattle
barn. Half a dozen calves were penned
at one end and he at once turned them
into the dark barnyard to let them pick:
out their breakfast about the straw
stacks. Ile then began to throw hay
before the cows. :

While thus engaged he heard a calf
‘bleat out in pain and terror, and in-
stantly all but.one came galloping into
the barn. Pitchfork in hand, he rushed
into the yard. He saw dimly before him
some large apnimal bearing the calf
down to the ground. With a vengeful
shout Mannheim = thrust the .sharp
pitchfork into the neck of the gssailant.
It is probable that the wound was of
itself mearly fatal, else the end would
have been different. The panther left
the calf and leaped at Mannheim. The
tines again sank deep, but Mannheim
was thrown backwsird and fnjured in
the head before he could recover his
balance and get the fork again into
place. : '

The fight lasted five minutes longer,
but the panther was wealkening, and
finally began a retreat. spitting vicious-
ly as it weént. Mannheim followed up
his advantage and stretched it lifeless
on the field ‘outside the barnyard.
From nose to tip the animal measured
six feet and four inches. Its presence
in the neighborhood will probably al-
ways be a mystery.

TO MAKE THEIR OWN BEER.

Hotelmen and Saloon Keepers Form
a Cooperative Brewery.

The New York Times says: A com-
mittec selected by stockholders of a
proposed new brewing company Tias
sent a circular to botel men and saloon
keepers regarding a cooperative brew-
ery. The capital of the company, the
circular says, is not to exceed $500,000,
-and any single subscription will be lim-,
ited to 50 shares, which will be $35,000.
A large block of stock has already been
subseribed for, and ten per ceat. of it-
has been;paid for it in cash. :

No one, except saloon keepers, or ho-
tel-keepets, or dealers in malt liguors
will be accepted as subscribers, and
not less than five shares—$300-—can be
subscribed for. Subscriptions will not
‘be binding until at least $100,000 is
signed for, and then a meeting will be
called to make by-laws and elect offi-
cers, A brewery will be bought or built.
Charles F. Holm, of the firm of Holm &
Bmith, counsel for the new company,
said that the new concern will not com-
pete or conflict with a brewery which
was organized on the same plan several
years ago.
