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At Derby (which differs from Lowdon in Longitude five Minutes )
Mv. Flamflcad obferv’d the Beginning of the Entrance of the true Sha-

dow, H. y.and 19"

The Penumbra was feen in Londor to continue near half an Hour be-
forc it wholly quitted the Body of the Moon.

There was alto oblerv’d here, about the middle of the total Obfcura-
tion of the Moon, an Ecliple of a notable fixt Star, fo as that the pre
cife Time of its Immerfion and Emerfion was feen.

Not doubting but that Mr. ook himfelf will thortly make publick
in a more ample manner thefe Obfervations, and divers confiderable Par-
ticulars by him then taken notice of 3 we fhall forbear to fay any more

of it in this Place.

THE Captain of the Englifb Ship being ready to fet Saily T cannot
now anfwer your Queries fo fully as [ intended; but purpofe to
do it hercafter, whep I fhall write the Natural Hiftory of this Ifland.
Mean time be pleafed to accept of the fthort Notes following.

Our Air is very healthy all the Year long. The Difeafes, which the
Inhabitants are moft fubje&t to, arc the Cholick and Leprofy.  We bave
no Phyficians; only two or three Chirurgeons, that furnith us with
fome Plifters for the drefling of Wounds.  In our Air, Iron rufls very
foon.

The Changes of the Weatber ave uncertain, nor do they fall out ac-
cording to the four Seafons of the Year. Sometimes it {fnows as well
as hails in the midt of Summer; and the Winds blow now and then
moft furioufly at the fame Seafon,

As to the Froff, it penctrates at moft four Foot into the Earth.
Spirit of Wine and Oyl is free from being frozen, much more Quick-
filver. We preferve our Fith from Putiefation by burying them in
the Snow. Bodies frozen do {well, and are changed in Tafte and Co-
lour. The Figure of the Snow is various, and fo is its Size. Hail is
rounlith; the greateft is only of the Bignels of Haii-thot that we kill
Fowl with.
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
