.BARK CLOTH NOT WANTED.

Producy of Cotton Has Displaced tho
"\ African Material.

The Brachystegiu tree - grows.
throughout Ugzanda, portions ef Ger-
" man and British Fast Africa, and

Pourtuguesce East Africa, usually from
35 to 50 feet in height; and when the
bark is removed, which can be done
once & year, and natives generally se-
lect trees of about two feet in diame-
ter. The natives are not making much
ot the bark cloth nowadays, as they
are buylng cotton cloth for use in
place of it. It $g usually made by
pounding the bark with flat stonea
and pulling the fiber lengthwise at the
same time. The clotk if pulled with
the fiber will stand quite a strain, but
if pulled diagonally, tears very easily.
It is usually made In cheets, averag-
ing about ten by sir ‘feet. Many
sheets have holes, and all are patched
or made of two or more smaller
pleces.

The bark cloth Is looked upon by
the merchants in this part of the
world a8 a curio only. A firm in Mom-
basa shipped about 2500 sheets to -

. New York about the end of 1905, but

made no money, 8o far as can be
found ont, and they discontinued ship-
ments to that part. The same firm
a few months later on, in 1306, ship-
ped. about the same quantity to Loa-
doft, with the same result, and ship-
ments to that port have stopped. The
firm has now on hand 400 sheets,
which it would be glad to dispose of.
