1V. An Account of the Sinking of three Oaks into-

the Ground, at Manington in the County of Nor-
folk,  Communicated by Peter Le Neve, Efg;
Norroy King at Arms, and Fellow of the Roy»
al Society.

N Zuefday Fuly the 23d, of the laft Year, 1717, in

the Grounds, and ncar the Seat of Sir Charles
Potts, Baroner, in the County of Norfolt, and Parith
of Manington, (which lies about mid-way between the
Market Towns of Aolr and Aylfbam, and about feven
Miles from the Coalt near Cromer) in the day uime, to
the great alionithment of thote that were prefenc; firft,
one fingle Vak. with the Roots and Goonie abour i,
was (een to fubfice and fink s the tarth. and not
long after, at aboui 4o Yords diitancs, two otner Oaks
trar were contiguous, {unk ztees the fame manner, into
a2 much largor Pit; being about 33 Foor Diamerer,
whereas the former is not fuln 8. Thele, as thoy
{unk, fell a-crois, fo that obiiructing eccii oilicr, «
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the Roots of one of them reaches the Bottom, whercas
the firft ftands Perpendicular.

When the firdt Tree {uck, it was obferved, that the
Water boyl'd up in the Hole; but upon the nskiag of
the greater Pit, thar Water drain’'d off into it, from the
former, which now continues dry. The depth thercof
to the firm Bottom is nine Foot three Inches; and the
Tree that ftands upright in it, is 3§ Foor 8 'nches in
Girt, and its Trunk about t8 Foot long, hait oi which
is now within the Pit. In the Bottom of the greater
Pit, there is a Pool of Water about 8 Foot Diameter;
whofe Surface is 11 Foor 3 Inches below the Ground,
and the Trees that are in this Pir, are much of the fame
length with the other, but fomewhat {maller, the one
being in Girt 3 Foor § Inches, the otherbut two Foot
9 Inches

The Soil on which thefe Trees grew, is Gravelly ;
but the Bottom is a Quick-fand over a Clay, upon
which there are Springs, which fced large Ponds ad-
joyning to Sir Charles Potts’s Houfe, at about a quarter of
a Mile from thefe Holes.

The Nature of the Soilfeems to afford us a reafonable
conjecture at the Caufe of this odd accident, which
fome perhaps may be apt to reckon as a Prodigy. The
Springs running over the Clay at the bottom of a
Bed of very minute Sand, fuch as vour Quickfands
ufually are, may rcafonably be fuppoled in many Ages
to have watht away the Sand, and to have thereby ex-
cavated a kind of Subterrancous Lake, over which
thefe Trees grew: And the force of the Winds, on their
Leaves and Branches, agitating their Roors, may well
have loofened the “and undcr them, and occafioned it
to fall in, more frequently than elfewhere : whereby in
length of rime the thin Bed of Gravel being only left,
it aighe becoaie unable to fupport its own weight and

that
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¢hae of che Trees ic bore.  That thisis not a bare con-
jeGure, may appear fr-m the boyling up of the Water
at firft in the lefler Ho'e, and its standing in the bigger
and lower. 4nd if ic fhall be found that it was a
very windy day * hercon this accident happen’d, it
will much add to the probability cof this Solution.

An accideat nct unlike this lacciy happened in
Fleet-fireet, London by the defedt of the archied Roof of
a very decp Common-sewer. The karth gradually
falling into the Sewer, was carried away by ir, {o as
not to obitrudt the Waters and the conrinual tremour
of the Ground, occafioned by the cunftant pafling of
Carts and Coaches, by degrees {hook down the «airh,
fo as to lcave a very great C vern, the Top whereof
at length grew fo very thin, that one da. a weighty
Cart having juft paft it, a great {pace of the Pavement
funk in, inthe middle of the Streer, not withour hazard

to a Coach thea driving by.
