Thore is n good deal thut is spectacular
in the gathering of so many young men
and women, all in holiday attire, with
gayly colored badges fluttering in the
wind, and there is much that 1s dra-
matio when thonsands of them 1ift their

All these
Uelegntes seem to poasess the earnestnesa
inspired by a great cause supported by
the enthunsiasm of youth.

For months this enthusiasm hos been
gnthering force. At the meetings of ev-
ery local society throughout the land the
catch phrase of “'On to Washington'
has been repeated with telling effeot. .It
has been shouted in the convention ral-
lies at which new recrnits to the mass
of dolegates have been enrolled and it
has oven been set to muosic, and will be
sung all the way to the national capital
by many of the delegations. The En-
deavorers are enthuosiastic and persistent
singers. From the time they take the
cars, when they join the Endeavorers
who regretfully remain behind in sing-
ing ‘‘God Be With Yon Till We- Meet
Again,”’ until they return they are sing-
ing hymns and ‘Endeavor songs. They
ging on the trains, to the great amaze-
ment of the brokeman and secular trav-
plers; they sing ut their hotels, when
viewing points of Interest, while wait-
ing for dinner and when the convention
is in session they brenk forth into song
at frequent intervals.

The Christian Endeavor. conventions
eall togethor probnbly tho greatest num-
ber of persons of an¥ assemblage of any
sort held in this couétry yet suclt a com-
pleto system is used by the reception
committees that there is little or no
confusion. At least there will be noue
in Washington this year. The system
that hur been adopted for this conven-
tion, and which will probably be used in
the future, i3 simplicity itself.

allotted.

Ench reception committes has a room
fitted up in a church where the dele-
gates may register, receive their inall
and get all gorts of information about
the city and:the convention scssions.
Ag the delegates register they arc hand-
ed offioial bndges which will admit
them to the sessions, also several pam-
phléts containing a great deal of valu-
able information, including a map of

procession will halt, and if permission
is granted addresses will be delivared
from the steps of the capitol.

Sunday the delegates will attend rog-
ular services at the churches and cvan-
gelistic sorvices for oitizons will i
held in the tents. On Monday, the clos-
ing day, the first session of the World's
Christian Endeavor nuion, the organia-
ation of which was perfected nt Boston
last summer, will bo held in two of the
tents. In the other tent a mecting in
the interests of Armenia will bo Leld.
The convention will close Monday even-
ing with meutings in three tunts, in tho
halls and in some of the churchea. In
oach pluce A sormon will be preached
aund a consecration service arranged.

1t i not to be supposed, though, that
the delegntes will attend meetings il
the thne to the exelnston of sightaacing.
At loast two afternoons have been pur-
posely left comparatively free, ro that

the Endeavorers may make oxcorsions
to the various points of intorcst in the
vioinity of the capital.
