~ PEANUTS FOLLOW COTTON

Prices ngher at Preseat Than in
] Many Years—Pearuts
frown Japan.

‘Peanuts are higher in price than they
have been in many ysars. Just what bas
caused it is uncertain.

“The boom in cutton did it,"” declared
one of New York's largest wholesale
dealers the other day. "Tha tremendous
figures at which many of the southern-
ers sold their cotton last fall and this
winter made peanut growers and dealers
ambitious to get rich quick, too. Many
dealers bought for a rise  And although
the price is ‘way up now, thousands are
confldently holdiog on for still bigher
figures.”

In ordinary years hundreds of thou-
ands of bushel!s of Virginia grown Span~
ish peanuts are exported to southern
France, chiefly to Marseilles. There the
oll is pressed out of them and is shipped
back to America in large quantities un-
der French labels as pure ollve oll. This
season comparatively few American
peanuts have been exported, and the

‘Marseilles pressera have had to rely .
¥ . chiefly on the African pesnut, whichts

by no means 80 desirable as the Virginia
product.

An interesting bit of news in connec-
tion with the present situation s the an-
nouncement by one of the large dealers
that he has recently placed an order
for 1,000 bags, or about 3.500 bushels, of
Japanese peanuts. ‘These nuts are now
supposed to be on their way to America

"of Japan, and the Japanese nut is de-

clared by experts to compare very favor=
ably with the American product, both in
size and flavor.

Tbe fedml department of agrlcul- v

ture has itnstructed the United States
consular agent at Guadalajara, Mexlico,
to make a thorough investigation of the
cotton tree which flourishes (o that vi~
cinity, and report fully to Waskington.
It is evideatly the object of the depart-
ment o imtroduce the tree inlo this
oountry, If possible.

The cotton tree is saild to be a na-
tive of the state of Jalisco, which is one
of the smaller divisions on the Pacific

slde of the neighboring republic. Ac-.

cording to Senor Hilario Cuevas. on
whose hactenda near Lagos It is being
sclentifically cultivated, the plant be-
gins bearing when five years old. and
continues to be productive for half a
century or more. In some instances a
single tree has been known to produce
as much as 50 pounds of cottom in one
soason, the fiber being very simllar to
that of the cotton plant, and adaptable
to the same uses. [t la immune against
the boll weewt] and all othar insect pests,
and under proper conditions the growing
of it may be immensely profitable.

It the report on the tree warrants such
action, the department of agriculture
will o doubt take prompt steps toward
growing it tn the cotton belt of this
country. R ie bardly likely that the
cotton plant we all know so well will

The dial is totally uniike that of the
ordinary time recorder. {n that it con-
misuLe
marks are ‘usually placed, 1these marks
representing the 36y degrees on  the
earth's surface On the ocuter cirel
of the dial, where the 1 hopur repre:
sentations are usually placed, are O
figures representing the full day The
minutes are dennted by marks on the
outer circle, but two dots are required
{for five minutes, because there are
twice as many characters on the face

‘a8 on the ordinary clock.

The d!al is divided iz the center
from the &ix mark to the upposite six
mark. The 14 hours of the day are
distingaished by light spaces and the
remalining 12 hours by dark spaces.
The hour hand is stationary at the
point which is made the central time,
while the minute hand revulves as on
the ordinary clock.

To determine the time it is only nec-

-essary to locate the city or country on

the red dial and 'read the time in re-
lation to it as on an ordinary clock.
